LONDON, Sept. 28— (CP Cable)—British sources
stated tonight that two important indications led to belief
Germany may have great difficulty in getting things en-
tirely her own way in conferences with Soviet Russia.
The indications were:— .

1. Ivan Maisky, Soviet Ambassador in London, has in-
formed Foreign Secretary Viscount Halifax that Russia
s willing to open negotiations for a war trade agreement;

2. Reports continue to reach London that Turkey will
not desert the Anglo-French anti-aggression group and
enter the Russo-German political orbit.

It was argued that if Russia were on the point of
entering the war on Germany’s side she would hardly
negotiate with Britain over contraband and war trade in
general. \

Britain has been expecting Germany to make some sort of “peace
move” to follow up her success in overrunning Poland but so far mo
spproach has been made either direetly or - through--some neutral
agenoy such as Italy, Through her drastic war budget and the h
ot her leaders, Britain has shown such peace overtures would be re-
Jected.

On the home front\today Britain announced the death of 15 persons
and injury of four others in a plant losi in the north.
