The action, whiiich occurred on
Nov. 22, was not specifically locat-
ed. The German, a fuelling ship fot
submarines, was sighted at dnwln
patrol by one of the Devonshire's
planes, and near her lay a boat con-
taining ofl drums.

The Devonshire signalled, got no
satisfactory reply and the German
ship threw out a smoke screen, It
did her no good; In 10 minutes she
was afire and her crew took to the
lifeboats. Her magazine exploded,
and she went down.

Because a U-boat was aprowl no
effort to pick up survivors could be
made, the admiralty said.

Unexplalned by the admiralty was
t-o most curlous feature of the in-
cident: the presence in one of the
raider'’s emall boats of the unload-
ed drums,

This fuel, it was sald in inform-
ed quarters, obviously was intended
to suonly the submarine: the puzzle
was why such an awkward method
should have been selected over the
customary practice of pumping di-
rect from the refuelling ship.

There had been in recent months
no other confirmed reports of the
presence of surface ralders in the
South Atlantie.
