NEW RACE TIMING DEVICE
SUCCESSFUL

MONTREAL, June 11—(By The
Canadian Press)— An electrical
device for timing races was  re-
cently introduced by D. C. West,
science master of Baron Byng High
School here, and given a success-
ful tryout at the school's field day.

This system of timing races has
been mooted for the coming Olym-
pic Games although it has not yet
been officially adopted anywhere
in the world. Previous experiments
in laboratory work resulted in Mr.
West's adapting the  wiring to
track use, which he believes can
be made fool-proof. The timing
works directly from the gun trig-
ger to the tape, eliminating the
human eclement which often
