Dear Parents.—

Just today after being up out of bed
I thought it was a nice time to drop
}_you 2 f.w lines as 1 have seen many
strange sights since 1 have left home,

Well the firsg things is when we
were in Valcartier all that -vou could
3ée was boys dressed in khaki and
when we left it was still 4he same all
along the line, you could not ses any-
thiug but soldiers. When we reached
Halifax it was the same, soldiers
everywhere., So then we stayed a-
beard the train over night and the
uext aay about 10 o’clock we went for
a march through the town and you
bet that there was some shouting
done when we returned to the train,
as we had to get ready to board ship‘!
We got in the ship but did not leave
till next morning about six o'clock. 1
Wwas not up when we left but the boys
were shouting so 1 haq to get up.
We then had breakfast and each got
a life belt and in the afternoon we had
boat drill. That was great fun  for
us.We started by run up stairs to see
what company would be up first. Of
course it used to take us quite a while
'o get up but we got there just  the
same and in enough time to save our-
selves if anything would happen to the
(boat or if she had been struck by a
mine or torpedo.

We haq a goog crossing. It was nice
and calm but just blowing hard eno-
ugh to make it cool so that we would
not be seasick.

We landed in.Liverpool and I can
tell you it was some sight for it is
such a nice  Harbor and a nice city
too. We did not see much of the city
however, for we boarded the train
right away and started.: We had a
great time going to Shorncliff, landed
there at’'10 o’'clock in the night and
2lept in tents in a big Valley. It was
a nice plage as it was so warm at
night, after*that we had to £0 to work
the next day and get things ready for
drilling, but we haq a nice place to
drill in and did not work too hard.

It was then time to talk about going
to Frauce and I was one of the lucky
io dg yet before we were ready for
France so we worked our very best

THE TRAVELER'S TREE {

“As we sailed up ‘the river (the
Tharoka) the traveler's tree became
very plentifull, and soon gave quite
a4 peculiar charscter to th: land
scape,”- says James Sibree in  his
book, *“A Naturalis: in Madagas-
Qarp remaykable and beyut!
ful tree belongs to the order whaich
includes the plantains and bananas,
although in some points its struc
ture ‘resembles the palm rather than
the plantain. It js immediately rec-
organized by its graceful crown of
broad -green leaves, which grow at
the top of ite trunk in the form of
an immense fan. The leaves are
from twenty to thirty in  numbe
ang are from eight to ten feet
by a foot and a half broad.
very closely resemble those of the
banina, and ' when unbroken by the
wind -have a’'very striking and beau
tiful appearance. The name or
‘traveler's tree' is given on account
Of its affording a, all times a supply
of cool, clear water upon piercing
the base of the leafstalk with a |
spear or pointed stick. This supply
Is owing to the broad surface of the
leaves which condenses the moisture
of the atmosphere, and from which
the water trickles down, into the
hollow, where the leaf-stalks join
the stem. Each of these forms a
little reservoir, in which water may
always be found. |

“The name of *builder’s tree’ might‘
be given to iy with equal or greater
propriety, for it is ag useful to the
coast people as the cocoanut palm is|
to the South Sea Islanders. The|
leaves are used for thatching
the long stems, fasteneq vogethey,
from the fillin
for the walls
