A development of interest to Canadian millers
exporting to the United Kingdom has been the
announcement in the House of Commons by the
Parliamentary Secretary of the Ministry of
Food that the United Kingdom authorities in-
tend to fortify white flour with the addition of
Vitamin Br and also to introduce into the loaf a
small quantity of calcium salt. “In dealing with
the relative merits of white flour and  whole-
meal flour under war conditions,” writes Mr.
Hudd, Canadian Trade Commissioner, “the Par-
liamentary Secretary said the Government took
the view that the main objection to white flour
is that it is lacking in vitamin content to be found
in the wholemeal variety,  Some months must
elapse before sufficient Vitamin B is available,
but when that time arrives the public will have
the choice of fortified white bread or wholemeal
bread at the same price. The decision to fortify
white bread is described as a revolutionary step,
because in conjunction with the scheme for mak-
ing available cheap milk to children and other
sections of the population, it would lay the
foundation of a nutritional policy which should
have a permanent beneficial effect on public
health.”

1opposing her advance to gain time, In a com-
munique from Rome, dated 12th inst., the army
headquarters, said: “The British are opposing
and are of fering stubborn resistance, with a view.
to delaying the advances as long as possible in
order to permit the evacuation of British per-
sonnel and the withdrawal of ships’ stores and
ammunition as well as of foodsuffs from Ber-
bera.”

This was pati-
ently borne by people who have a
respect for dollars and for the de-
cencies of language, but when fin-
ancial journals like the Northern
Miner adopt the plan it is time to
call a halt. There is grave danger
that if this abortion is encouraged
the Wine and Beer Journal will be
coming along with a reference to
“Qts. 160 million of beer” being con-
sumed in a certain time by a cer-
tain section of the population. That
would naturally lead to similarly
confusing expressions as to the
quantities of “goof” consumed by
others., And that would be too
much.

The excuse for the use of ex-
pressions like “$123 millions” is the
desire to clarify, to make it plain,
so that the wayfaring man though
a fool may not err therein. In the
present state of the stock market
it may be that a broker would not
be able to realize just what $123,-
000,000 meant. But if "$123 mil-
lion” is any clearer, then there
must be something wrong with the
stock market or the stock brokers,
or something. But if writing “one
hundred and twenty-three million
dollars” as “$123 million” is going
to right the stock market, it cer-
tainly will confuse the ordinary
man plenty.

The instructions
issued to deputy registrars define a
British subject as one who:

a. was born in any of the dom-
inions or on a British ship, regard-
less of the nationality of his par-
ents

b. was born elsewhere of a fa-
ther who, at the time of the child’s
birth, was a British subject.

c. has been naturalized in Can-
ada or another dominion.

d. has had his name included in a
parent's naturalization certificate.

e. is the child of a person na-
turalized in Canada before Janu-
ary 1, 1918, otherwise than under
the Imperial Naturalization Act,
and was a minor and resident in
Canada at the time of the
