Rightly or wrongly the im-
pression is prevalent that in the
ranks of whatever party may be in
power there are men competent to
fill any position in the gift of the
the government of the day, and it
looks to me as if failure to live up
to this standard of nolitical ethics is

Followed the report of the Rev. J.
M, McLeod, as the Superintendent of
the lnternational Bible reading De-
partment. He said that the I, B.
R, A., which was founded thirty-one
years ago -in London by Charles Wa-
ters, for the cultivation. ' of system-
atic Bible reading, was world-wide
in its operations to-day. It had a
membership of ' nearly one million;
young people, together with parents,
Sunday school teachers,” ' Christian
workers, who had agreed to read a
few verses of the - 'Bible every day,
Its members were found in all parts
of the world. The work had spread
to 90 different countries and among
50 denominAtions, and its daily read-
ings were read in forty different lan-
guages. In this Island the Associa-
tion ‘was still in ‘its infancy; about
200 yards cards had been distributed
during the year, but he was not able
to state the exact membership., Ow-
ing to some delay in the distribution
of the literature the work had been
handicapped, but they had made un
eflort to start and hoped that 1914
would be marked by a great advance
in  toe work of the P.H.I.I.B.R.A.
Mr. McLeod went on to explain the
aims and the details of the work of
the I.B.R.A. and impressed its im-
portance and benefits. In this age of
materialism, he said, there was a
tendency to neglect the Bible ap the
rule of life; the great necessity of the
world to-day was the Word of Gol.
Nothing could take the place of the
regular reverent reading of the Bible,
he said, and he urged these ponints:

George B, .Cutten, Ph.D., president
of acadia University, who spoke on
the positive. element in teaching.
Half the bad that children learned,
he said, was learned from the Bun-
day school teacher, and that was be-
cause of the fact that teaching in the
past had rather been negative than
positive. The old Testament teach-
ing was largely negative; the New
Testament teaching was largely pos-
itive. The thing tnat impressed peo-
ple was that Jesus was the man who
went out doing good. After all it
gsemed tc him that was the fulfil-
ment of Christ’'s teaching. They
could hardly hope to live in such a
way that they could not do evil, but
they could all live in such a way
that they could go about doing good.
If they were asked to pick out the
best man in their community he had
no doubt that the majority of them
would select a man who was either
too lazy or too infirm to do either
good or bad; they were basing their
ideas on the fact that that person
was negatively good, because he had
not doune anything bad. He wanted
them to look at their teaching on the
same basis, and not to teach chil-
dren about the things they ought not
to do, but teach them the things they
were physiologically constructed for;
they wanted to do the very thing
they were told not to do. What was
the first thing they did on seeing a
notice: “Wet paint; don’t touch.”
Why, they touched it of course, to
gee if it was really wet. That was
the principle he wanted them to bear
in mind in. regard to their methods
of teaching. Preach to the boy
about the things he ought not to do,
his mind. became filled with those
things, and in conformance with the
psychological’ law that his thoughts
must find aapropriate expression in
some motor way, he naturally did
the things that filled his: mind; = the
very things he was forbidden to do.
It was the natural reaction. Their
method  of teaching was too much
concerned with the ‘‘don’t’’ aspect.
Rather let them leave that aside and
teach the boys and girls the things
that they could do; tell them' what
to do; find ' things for:them to do
that would keep their thoughts in
the right - channel, and the reaction
of those thonghts would be in good
