Development
Of Northern
Canada Urged

NORANDA, Que., Dec. 4 —(CP)
Development of the mineral and
other resouces of norih¢rn Canada
may prove a solution for the coun-
try’s unemployment problems, it
was suggested Saturday night by
speakers at a gathering of political
leaders, railway officials and min-
ing executives assembled here to
celebrate the opening of the new
Canadian National branch  line
from Senneterre, Que., to Rouyn,

Que.

The 100-mile line brings trans-
pertation facilities to a rich min-
eralized area and new farming
settlements spring .into existence
under the Quebec Government
colonization scheme. Along its
route are some 20 producing mines
and a great number of prospects
at various stages of development.
The opening ceremony tock place
at Val D'or yesterday with Trans-
port Minister Howe driving the
last spike, Hon. Onesime Gagnon,

Quebec Minister of Mines, cutting

a golden ribbon stretched across
the track, and S. J. Hungerford,
C. N, R. President driving the
locomotive of a  special train
through a canvas barrier depicting
a golden sun, :

The official party were guests of
the Western Quebec Mine Man-
agers’' Association Saturday night
at a dinner at which. Hon. T, A.
Crerar, Federal Minister of Mines
and Resources, declared the con-
struction of the line would assist
materially in the development of
the wealth of Northwestern Que-

bec.

A. Kirk Cameron, President of
the Montreal Chamber of Mines,
said if theré was anv solution to
the railway problem it was in the
north. If mineral development ad-
vances as rapidly. in the next 10
years as it had in the past 10, the
railways would have enoush traffic
to mak~ their operation financially
profitable.

“If the Dominion and Provincial
Governments would get together
on.a program of developing this
north country and really co-oper-
ate I believe we would get ahead
faster than if we go on as we have
in the past, -where there has been
some criticism and perhaps some
lack of co-operation,” he said.

0f Vacant Farms
Ard Unemployment

“Surely a_ Province which can
spend a million dcllars in a short
time on hard surtaced 1roads, can
find tinances for rehabilitation of
our farms”, sald Lt. Col. K. S. Ro-
gers in addressing the Ro.ary Club
yesterday. Speakinc on “Some Ase-
pects of the Current World Situa-
uon and Prince Edward Is.and’s
Relation Thereto”, he said that if
democracy is to survive it must be
by resuming the original basis of
democracy, defined by Lincoln as
government of the.people, by the
peopie and for the people.

Urging the need o: lerdership in
public affairs, Col Rogers said there
were at present hundreds of cases
of desuitution and poverty, not only
in our towns and cities but in our
more remote  agricultural = areas.
“People are living, righ: here in
Prince Edward Island, in poverty
and disease such as the refugees of
Europe hardly = uxperience. These
peop.e, in :fome cases squaiters, in
others people with run down land
and lacking the means to fertilize
and cultivate their acres, must be
lifted out of their squallor, no mat-
ter whether they want to be or not.
Their children must be clothed, fed
and sent to school. The parents
must be healed in body and mind
and supervised and assisted in the
{)rocess of agricultural pursuits. If
hey are unsuited for agriculture,
they must be provided with other
more Sui'able work in processing
the products of other farmers and
their acres turned over to those
who will work them. Prince Edward
Is'and needs a militant type of
social service to minister to hund-
reds of people who have lost heart
and thrown over all ambition.”

The speaker advocated the form-
ation of an economic commiszion or
committee to tabulate interprovinc-
fal trade. It might reveal that there
are many thousands of dollars
worth of poultry imported in‘o the
Island, canned milk and other pro-

ducts which should be prccessed in|:
our own province.
He also advocated “back to the

land” policy, whereby many of pur
young men who are now out o
work might become rehabilitated on
run_down, vacant farms. On a per
capita basis the Island is the second
lowest in wealth of all the provin-
ces, Our average uper capita wealth
is only $1558, while the average for
Canada is $2413. The only way (hey
can be equalized is by processing
more of our raw products, increasing
our production and improving our
provincial balance of trade.
