Art Young, e impractical man,
ventured twice into prasctical poli=
tics. In 1913 he ran on the Socialist
ticket as New York city assembly-
man. He mad: 40 impassioned and
brilliant speeches all cver town,
only to learn later that he had not
delivered one of them in the district
he sought to tepresent. In this
attempt, and again in 1915, when
he ran for the State Senate, he was
unsuccessful.

For 20 yeals he was one of the
landmarks of New York's Green=
wich Village. Aiter the First Great
War, he published the one-man
magazine Good Morning, published
“almost everv week.” JIls captions
and drawings were always blunt and
econotmical, tinged with a burly
and understanding wit.
