APPLE ORCHARD.
(Experimental Farms Note.)

To be most efective both ruugi-“
cides and insecticides, whether us-
ed as a liquid or dust, should be ap- |
plied jn such a manner as to give |
a complete protective covering' to,
the foliage. In the early sl)rlngl
after the first growth starts and
when the leaves are about one-|
quarter of an ‘nch in diameter the |
fir application should be made.
This prevents the apple scab spore
from gaining lodgment on the foli-
age and opening up a source of in-
fection later in the season. The
bud moth starts in early, and thor.
ough work at this time is desirablc
in order to prevent the ravages of
this pest,

In some years it may be advis-
able to apply the second spray or
dust somewhat before the blossoms
show the pink stage of develop-
ment, A continued low tempera-

The third application is usually
made immediately the petals have
fallen, It sometimes happens
that because of low temperature
the time from the second applica-
tion to the ‘dropping of the petals
may be so extended that the new
foliage growth js not effectively
protected for such a lo'g period;
particularly ig this the case when
there is considerable precipitation
at this time.  Under such circum-
stances a fungicide without poisom
in it should be applied just as the
blossoms are opening up.

The usual fourth application is
made ten days after blossoms
have fallen, and a fifth application
may be desirable should the ‘weath-
er hold damp and cool.

The sulphur and Bordeaux dusts
are-apparently equally effective in
the control of apple scab. The
former gives a beter finish to the
fruit.  Dusting materials cost more
per acre than' do the materials for
apraying, but this cost is oftset by
a saving in the time necessary to
overtake the work. A calm ‘at-
mosphere with moisture on the fol-
lage to stick the dust particles is
required for most effective work,
and these conditions prevail dur-
ing the very early morning.

Lime-ulphur, made up of 1 gal-
lon of concentrate to 40 gallons of
water, to which 1 pound of calcium |
cascinate (spreader) to 100 gal-
lons is added along with the neces-
sary lead arsenate, makes a satis-!
factory spray with excellent stick-
ing qualities,  Bordeaux mixture,
made up of 3 pounds of copper sul-
phate and 9 pounds of hydrated
lime to 40 gallons of water, is|
equally effective for the early
iprays, but is better not used when |
he .apple sucker is present, and|
should not bhe used for the spray
following the fall of the bl
