OTTAWA, Aug, 29—(CP)—The
Government moved tonight to
bring about full co-ordination of
control over prices and supply of
goods and services essential to the
prosecution of the war through
the Wartime Prices and Trade
Board and the Wartime Industries
Control Board.

By order-in-council it made the
Prices and Trade Board the sup-
reme authority in the fleld of
price-control throughout Canada
and gave a reconstituted wartime
industries control board complete
control of supply and allocation
of commoditics and materials es-
sential to the war effort.

The new set.up was announced
in a joint statement issued by Fin-
ance Minister TIlsley and Muni-
tions Minister Howe.

The statement gave a strong in-
dication that the Government may
shortlv move to curb instalment
purchases, Restriction of instal-
ment buying, it said, “would ap-
pear to be in the national interest
under wartime eonditions."
