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A Financial Morass

The public accounts were brought down at
the l.cgislature yesterday showing a deficit on
srdinary mcome and expenditure of $30.113.49,
and a total increase of liabilities for the twelve
months of $1.240,8560.32. This gives the tax
payers further concrete evidence of either the
lack of administrative ability on the part of the
Government or the absolute unreliability of the
members of the Government as political — pro-
phets and critics, as at the last election they
gave the definite promise that if returned to

power they would  balance the budget. Of
course, if they were faulty in threir prognosti-
cations it naturally follows that they would be
equally poor administrators. Politicians, like the
proverbial tree, are known by their fruits.

It is true the Campbell Government has

launched into a provincial-wide scheme of road
hard-surfacing. It is true, also, the unemployed
relief and old pension reliefl have increased.
but ordinary business men, without being men
of great vision could have forseen this and not
gone out of their way to make false promises,
spreading erroneous propaganda for the sole
and only purpose of feathering their own nests,
or providing opportunities for their further ad-
vancement in life, professionally or otherwise.

In another part of this issue the balance sheet
is published, and our readers can see for them-
selves the deep financial morass into which the
province has been sunk after about four years
of Liberal rule.

It may be pointed out that the Campbell
aggregation, since coming into office on Aug-
ust 13, 1935, have increased our liabilities by no
less a sum than $2,160,077.08. How much more
can the Province stand of such financing?

Campbell vs. Stewart

Premier Campbell's repudiation of the state-
ment that he had ever estimated the cost to this
Province of expropriating the National Park
site at $15,000, gives rise to some curious re-
flections. .

The statement was made positively in a let-
ter published seventeen months ago in the Pat-
riot newspaper, signed by Mr. W. F. A. Stew-
art, M. L. A, First District of Queens. Mr.
Stewart took occasion in the same letter to de-
nounce the expropriation procedure, which
abolished the right of the landowners to appeal
to the courts. When the Act was discussed in
caucus, he had “strongly opposed” it, and even
questioned its validity. When it came up fc?r
second reading in committee, he was placed in
the chair. Mr. Stewart added that he believed
the Government had made a mistake in not mak-
ing a preliminary survey of the area, in mnot
having the landowners represented on the arbi-
trating commission, and abiding by their de-
cision.”

No reply to this letter was made by the Pre-
micr or any member of his cabinet.

Then came the session of 1938, six months
later. Mr. Stewart repeated his objection on the
floor of the House, declared it was a principle
of Liberalism that every subject had a right .oi
appeal, and quoted from the monthly magazine
of the Canadian Liberal Association commend-

ing the  Dominion Government's  disallowance
of three Alberta statutes, one of the grounds be-
ing that the Alberta legislation had “ogtx'aged
the basic right of every Canadian citizen to
carry his complaints to the courts, and erected
an improper barrier against the right of chal-
lenging, in the courts. the validity of the acts
done by governing bodies.”

Mr. Stewart said something more at the
session. He said:

“I don’t know that one single member of the
House would have voted for the National Park
if he kneav the cost. We questioned the leader of
the Government at the time. and he fold s the
cost wonld be negligible——$40,000, of which we
were to receive $25.000 from the Dominion Gov-
ermment mt return for the hotel at Dalvay. We
find instead that last year $60,000 was spent on
this Park, and the Estimates for the year com-
ing we have $50,000 more, and this is not prob-
ably the end.” (Patriot, April 11, 1038).

In an effort to rid New Zea-
land of hydatids disease, ‘for which |
more than 100 persons are treated
annually in the hospitals, with a
mortality rate of about 16 percent.,
the Government has enacted that
every who applies for a
dog license, compulsory by law,
must also receive and pay for a
year's supply of arecoline hydro-
bromide, a remedy for hydatids.
Although the Act does not go so
far as to make it compulsory for
the owner to administer the medi-
cine to his dog, he is exp:zcted to
do so.
