The tract
is divided into smaller areas by,
trails and roads which served as
excellent guide lines for the pilots,
since these areas could
recognized from the air. The cor-
rect amount of dust each area had

previously  been calculated and
marked on the map.
Officers of the Dominion

Entomological Branch maintained
ccmmunication with the pilots by
means of a fast launch  which
travelled between the main park
entrance and the scow, on which
the supplies of dust, gas, and oil
were loaded. An automobile was
kept at the entrance so that most
parts of tHe park could be reached
in a few minutes and the distribut-
jon of the dust checked. As the
ideal distance for the planes to
fly is about twenty-five above the
tree top, difficulties were
encountered by the number of
spike-top cedars which extend far
above’ the general forest level. In
some instances the pilots flew be-
low the spike tops skilfully avoid-
ing them. With larger machines,
this might not have been possible.
