His Lordship said, it was his sad
duty to announce the death of
Judge George Strong Inman, which
is a great personal loss, as they
were very close friends. Judge In-
man was a splendid student, both
in Charlottetown and at Dalhou-
sie. He was well grounded in the
law, and had a remarkable record
as a Judge, and he did not re-
member his judgments ever being
reversed in appeal. In fact very
few of his decisions ever went up .
for appeal.

He was a great student of law
and gave careful consideration to-
the cases that came before him;
and no matter was too small for
his consideration. He stands out
as one of the finest Judges in the
province and his passing isa great
loss to the County Court Bench.

Out of respect for his memory
the ‘court will adjourn on the day
of his funeral. )
