The first witness called was Bruce
Clark, fourteen year o!d brother of
the victim of the accident. He tes-
tified that on Sunday afternoon he
went with his brother to see their
sister Mrs. Alfred Schurman at New
Annan. They left their sisters house
between 4 and 5 o'cleck. His brother
was driving. He got out at Albert
Moass house where he worked, He
went back to say goodbye to his
brother. He looked Summerside way
but there was no car in sight and
could see Walter about five chains
on opposite hill, He could see an
automobile quite plainly 25 or 30
chains from me. I crossed the road
and went into the house, which is
about ten yards from the road.
When I went in I happened to
look at the clock and it was 5.15.
I then did up the work at the barn.
Someone heard there was an acci-
dent  and I went down to where
the accident ‘happened. In answer
to question, witness said the place
where the accident happened was
about 20 chains. I went alone. I
found Walter lying on the road. He
was dead. The horse was-dead. You
positively identified the body as
Walter your brother, yes. The car
1 saw approaching had' no lights it
was caylight. The car was further
east from the brook., When I saw
Walter last he was about ten chains
from brook. The brook was west of
the accident, Cross examined wit-
ness said, it was between those two
hills that accident occurred. .

Mr. Walsh Testifies

Mr. Harold Walsh, gave evidence
that he was coming west from Ken-
sington about 5 o'clock. When. I
got round bend could see the wag-
on quite plainly in the hollow,
coming ‘rom Summerside. I dimmed
my light; for the man in the wag-
on, I had a ve:y clear vision of
the wagon. Saw the horse distinct-
ly. I was about 30 feet past the
horse when the other car passed

2 or 3 lengths past, I experienced
no difficulty as to lights. Had a
clear vision of everything. Mr.
Wa'sh also gave evidence to find-
ing the man lying in the road dead.
Muttart had just got out of his car
and we went over to the body to-
gether, Was not paying any atten-
tlon to speed of Muttart’s car.
Right after that Dr. Tanton ar-
rived. Questioned did Muttart give
any explanation of wccident, no, he
just said, he did not see the wagon.
Cross examined, witness said he was
about 15 to 20 yards away when
first saw wagon. The car was a
similar distance away from wagon.
It was dark in the hollow. Could
see horse plainer when lights wert
dimmed. In answer to question, by
Mr. Martin, as to what period of
light is most difficult to drive, Mr.
Walsh said, at dusk. Often had dif-
ficulty in seeing objects on road.

chicks, price paid for eggs, price
obtained for chicks, surplus chicks
and their disposal, and a number
of other detai's which it is e:sential
a hatcheryman should have readily
available if he is to conduct his
business with the ~aximum of ef-
ficiency over a period of years.

DAMAGE BY
WINTER MOTHS

Under the impression that moths
commit their depredations in the
spring and summer months only,
many people display little care in
putting away their summer clothes
for the winter. As matter of fact,
moths may be found in heated mod-
ern buildings all the year round.
Prevention is better than . cure;
therefore it is necessary to use the
same care in packing up summer
clothing in the fall as is bestowed
on winter clothes in the spring.
Moths themselves do no harm, ex-
cept that they lay eggs, and when
the eggs hatch into larvae, or cater-
pillars, feeding, otherwise damage,
commences at once. As the young
larvae are very sensitive to light,
they seek out protected situations in
the folds of furs or woollen gar-
ments, or in the interior of uphol-
stered furniture. Summer garments
before being laid by for the winter
should be thoroughly brushed, beat-
en, and shaken, preferably in strong
sunlight. If there are no air-tight
trunks or chests handy, the clothing’
should be placed in cotton or paper
bags, or in cardboard boxes sealed
with strips of paper. As an alterna-
tive, the clothing should be wrap-

wrapping paper, taking care that
