Cabinet Timber Aplenty

PEAKERS at election times are given
to the making of statements more or
less extravagant. ‘They must attract
attention if they are to be cffective. So,
superlatives are part of their stock-in-
trade. But between superlatives and
absurdities there is quite a gulf.

Among the absurdities which  have
been given currency by the Liberal
speakers, the Prime Minister among them,
since the campaign opened is the insin.
uation that Dr. Manion. il returned to
power on March 26, will nat he able to
form a cabinet of capable men.

Now, it is quite legitimate [or the
government orvators, in their campaign
speeches. to belittle the abilities of the
{eader of the opposition and his lieutenants.
‘I'hey may say. if they will, that the King
government is the best government: the
country can get and that no government
. which Dr. Manion may form can approach
.it in ability. experience or efficiency. But
‘to say. as has been said rvepeatedly. that
‘Dr. Manion can not form a government at
.all, or that if he does form one it will have
'.m he compesed of nonentitics. is simply
‘talking nonsense.

The King government has men of
ahility in it. No one questions that. But
it does not contain all the awility. all the
administrative expericnce. all the patriot.
ism in the country.

After all. there are only sixteen men
fn the government, and there are eleven
million other people in the country. Mr,
King pays the people of Canada outside
his cabinet but a poor compliment when
he suggests that they ave harren and bank-
rupt and incapable of rising to a great
occasion.

Dr. Manlon apparently thinks much
more highly of them. for he is confident
of finding somewhere in their ranks
plenty of good cabinet timber. Perhaps
hie might tind some of it among those
Liherals whose abilities Mr. King has not
yot recognized.
