LONDON, March 3—Modernization and expansion of
the navy, the army and the air force, together with plans
gor mobilizing commercial industry for the production of
implements of war, was announced to an anxious Great

Britain today.
The government’s white

paper on ‘detence, presented

to Parliament today, fellows reports from nearly every
pation in the world of increasing armaments and improved
fighting services. It was taken as England’s answer to
those nations who appear unwilling to join in disarmament

plans and peace treaties.

ALL-EMBRACING

And the white paper was ul-embncing. It seemed to say, in effect:
“If Great Britain must arm Great Britain will arm in such a manner
that the wnrld‘ylll Isee she .iA: prepared to stand by her Empire, to stand

by her
So far-reaching and

flexible are the plans ﬂnt any attempt at

stating the cost of the scheme is only a hazarded estimate., But £300,-
000,000 (about $1,500,000,000) is a round figure for the expense taken

over a three-year period.

For the navy there are to be two new capital ships next year, an
increase of 6,000 in personnel, a steady replacement in other vessels.

Air Force Increase

The air force home defence first
lina strength will be increaced to
1,760 planes and 12 additional

The government warned the pro-
grams of “far-reaching charecter
are likely to involve a heavy finan-
cial out'ay” Regular esiimates for
the threa fighting services for the
financial year beginning April 1
are to be issued tomorrow, Thurs-
day and Friday and are expected
to show an increase of £31,900,000
(about $155,000,000) without making
any provision for the new program
announced today. Supplementary
estimates will be announced later
to finance that part ol the new
pregram to be carried out this
year.

Wwill Remedel Ships

The two new batileships will
constitute the “building” of a re-
placement program while at the
same time ex'sting ships will be
modernized. Total number of cruis=
ers will be increased to 70, 60 of
which should be uncer age and 10
over age. Five new ones will be
bullt this year. Steady replacement
of destroyers and submarines is
planned and new  aircraft carriers
will be laid down as €0On as pos-
sible.

(The aze of a cruiser is 20 years.

In this
particular reference it Indicates
that of the navy's 70 crulsers 60

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DISORDERS
MARK NEW
YORK STRIKE

“Fight To 'I'he Finish”
As Building Service
Workers Demand
Wage Increase.

NEW YORK, March 3—Union
leaders tonight claimed to have
crippled  or curtailed elevator and
hearing service in 6,000 buildings
in New York and threatened &
“fight to the finish” unless their
demands for higher pay are met.

At the end of the third day of
a strike marked by violence and
disorders, union headquarters an-
noumced 178,000 building service
workers were out, compared with
71,000 in 5,649 buildings yesterday.

Police headquarters said thar
count showed only 1,303 buildings
affected, and employers’ spokes-
men placed the figure as low as
500,

As negotiations for a settlement
were suspended for the night it
was announced at sirike head-
quarters that 10,000 building sup-
erintendents were preparing to
join the walkout,

For the first time since 1t be-
gan Sunday, the strike spread to
hotels and clubs. Herelofore the
apartment districts were hardest
hit.

Windows were smashed,, sub-
stitute workers kicked and slugged,
poiiers tampered with. and elevator
cables sliced as roving bands mov-
ed ‘tnrough the city,

An effort by strikers to pull 26
elevator operators and porters off
the job in the New York Stock
Exchange failed when private pol-
ijce turned them away from the
building,

Each side accused the other of
using violent tactics. J. J. Bam-
brick, strike leader, charged that
professional  strike-breakers . were
being ‘imported from out of town

to slug his union men. Building
men denied the charge.
The police department’s oper-

ations bureau, active only during
emergencles, sald 300 cases of dis-
order and 54 arrests had been re-
ported since the strike began.
The health department reported
recelving hundreds of complaints
from apartment  dwellers left
siranded without elevator service
or heat, but the seriousness of the
situation was minimized by Wil-
liam Rawlins, executive secretary
of the realty advisory board on
labor relations.

It was Finance Minister Dun-
ning and the letter had been writ-
ten in November, 1934, by Conserv-
ative leader Bennett as his basis
of megotiation with Washington for
a trade treaty and published eazly

Facing the Conservative leader
ncross the green-carpeted aisle, the
Finance Minister concluded a 40-
minute defence of the Canadian-
American trade treaty by referring
to the letter as “a truly historic
document” and adding, “the man
who wrote it is forever stopped
from criticising the treaty which
this government entered into.”

In an unprecedented situation,
the seVen generals asked Gen, Yosh-
ijyuki Kawashima, minister of war,
to submit their joint resignations
to Emperior Hirohito tomorrow.
This he is expected to do.

The generals were Senjuro Hay-
ashi and Sadao Araki, both men-
tioned as possibilities for premier;
Nobuyuki Abe, Jinzaburo Mazaki,
Giighl Nishi, Kenkichi Uyeda, and
Oount Juichi Terauchi.

NORTH CLAIMED

‘Last Complete Ethiop-
ian Force Under
Ras Imru Routed —
Heav: Casnal g,

WITH THE NORTHERN ITAL-
IAN ARMY IN ETHIOPIA, At the
Front, March 3—Ttaly’s northern
army, continuing a series of major
triumphs, today smashed the last
complete Ethioplan line of defence.
A force of 30,000 Ethioplans un-
der Ras Imru was routed after a
three-day battle on the western
sector along the Takkaze River.
The FEthioplans had attempted to
block an Italian movement toward
Taka Tana, headwaters of the Nile.
Fascists proceeded swiftly with
mopping up operations in the
Tembien area and in every direc-
tion the ground was littered with
enemy dead and wounded and ab-
andoned arms.

Victory Complete

The victory was termed as com-
plete as those recently over three
Ethiopian leaders—Rases Mulugheta,
Kassa and Seyoum,

Driving forward, the Fascists oc-
cupied four towns—Andino, Edna,
Mariam and Quoram:

The first estimate placed the

umber of Italian dead at 220 while

e Ethioplans weré reported "to
have lost 1,000 men. ‘Italian wound-
ed were said to number 1,000 end
Ethiopian “thousands.”

Italian airplanes riddled with
machine fire 4,000 Ethioplans who
sought to flee from the sector and
flew up and down the Takkaze
Valley to mop up any resistance.

Complete Task

Following the same smashing
tactics in force on the northern
front since the - high command
threw every ounce of Italian power
into the campaign beginning Feb,
10, army corps completed tasks as-
signed to them by shattering Imru's
force after heavy fighting and
strong resistance,

The Ethiopians finally were driv-

en into full flight towards the fords
of the Takkaze River.
. Thus the entire northern, front
was cleared before the rainy season
from Amba Alajl at the eastern
end of the line to the Gheva and
Takkaze river.

Chinese Communist
Army Invades Shan-
si Province.

SHANGHAI, March 3.—A Chinese
Communist army swept into Shansi
Province tonight and grave fears
were aroused for more than a score
of Canadian and United States mis-
sionaries believed to be in the path
of the invasion, )

New Sino-Japanese complications
also were threatened by the Red at-
tack from the southwest into the
East-Central province.

Army Mobilized

An army was hurriedly mobilized
at Taiyuan, capital of the province,
by the aged war lord, Marshal Yen
shi-Shan, and a virtual state of
martial law reigned.

Two battalions of Shansi Province
troops already have been ambushed
and wiped out by the Reds, sald
advices reaching authorities in Tai-
yuan. The general of the defend-
ing troops killed himself to avold
capture,

No word has been received from
21 Canadien and American mission-
aries stationed at Fenchow, 60 miles
southwest of Taiyuan, since last
Saturday. This section is near the
district through which the Reds are
believed sweeping.

Italy and .Ethiopia one week to re~
ply to its appeal to peace. It will
meet next March 10 and if the
answers are “no,” further sanctions
against Italy may be applied un-
der Britain’s leadership,

It was understood that all oil-
producing nations belonging to the
League, except Venezuela, were
ready to participate in an oil em~
bargo, provided the peace move
failed. ;

A council of Mussolini’s minise
ters in a sweeping decree made all
big banks into public credit instie
tutions, removing their = private
status. Sy

The League's appeal for peace
was received coldly but Fascist ofe
ficials announced they were giving
it close study.

Mussolini announced he would
confer here beginning March 18
with Austrian and Hungarian leade
ers on Danubian policies and rap=
ped what he described as an ate
tempt in Paris—although nog
French-approved—to “solve the so=
called Danubian question withoud
Italy.”

Presumably he referred to ate
tempts of Premler Hodza of"
Czechoslovakia to create a new
Danubian lineup, with Soviet Ruse
sia guaranteeing Austria’s inde-
pendence instead of Italy.
Dispatches from Italy’s northern
army .said the sole remaining com=
plete Ethiopian army in that area,
under Ras Imru, was routed in the
western sector after a three-day
battle.
