An earthquake, severe in son.e
areas, shook mearly all of Eastern
Canada early today, disconnecting
telephone communication in some
parts of central Ottawa and alarm-
ing thousands of people throughout
Ontario and Quebec. ‘Ilae tremors
;erne felt as far east as Saint John,

The shocks lasted aboyt 15 sec-
onds in most districts, shaking
buildings, moving furniture and
pictures, There were no early re-
poris of damage as Toromto, North
Bay, Windsor, London, Montreal
and Saint Johm, N.B. reported the
quakes were felt there,

First United States cities to re-
port having felt the quake were Ro-
chester, N.Y,, and Cleveland.

Slight damage was caused at
Simcoe, Ont,, where brick walls in
several buildings cracked.  Simcoe
is 60 miles southwest of Toronto
and close to the Lake FErie shore.
However, first reports from Wind-
sor, about 220 miles southwest of
Toronto, indicated ¢ie shock there
was slight.

It was believed the centre of the
shock was in the United states,
probably in New York State. A

FUTILE EFFORT

NATIVES MOWED DOWN
BY ENTRENCHED
ITALTANS.

ADDIS ABABA, Oct. 31—
(C. P.-Havas)—A bloody en-
counter in which 3,500 Ethi-
opian warriors were killed
and wounded was reported
by a reliable source here to-
night,

The battle took place on
the southeast front, where a
desperate tribal force hurled
itself into the devastating
fire' of solidly entrenched
Italian troops near Walwal,

Dedjazmatch Hapte Mi-
kael, commander of the Ethi-
opian army in the area, was
among the slain, dispatches
said.

Heavy fighting also was
reported at several other
points in Ogaden Province,
Outnumbering the Italians
two to one, 300,000 Ethiopian
troops commanded by Ras
Desta Demtu and Ras Nasi-
bu were suffering heavy
losses due to lack of modern
equipment, according to ine

formation reaching here.
Defy Orders

A number of Ethiopian attacks
were reported on fortified Italian
positions in defiance of Emperor
Halle Selassie’s orders to his gen-
erals not to dissipate their streng:h
in locked combat.
