The reason for this is obvious.
insurance companies are able to pay the ex-
penses involved in promoting their business and
still complete successfully with the government
in the fixing of insurance rates, because of their
experience in investments and beause they have
to be efficient and more provident with their
funds than a government system which can
rely on the public purse.

It seems a clear deduction from the fact that
New Zealand has not taken over all the life in-
surance business, that the private companies
are recognized as rendering a useful service,
and that the advantages of a government sys-
tem are not by any means what some people
suppose.
