WASHINGTON, Oct. ,18—(AP)—
Precident Roosevelt decreed today
that submarines of belligerent na-
tions could nct enter Uaited Stat-
es ports o: territorial waters, ex-
cept when forced to doso by storms
or other “acts of God.”

The ban included both commer-
cial and naval undersea craft.

The President’s order was in the
form of a proclamation putting in-
to effzct section eight of the Neu-

protsct its citizens, and to promote
the security of the United States.

He said submarines driven into
American ports or wate:s by “force
majeure” shculd enter and leave
“while running on the surface with
conning tower and superstructure
above water and flying the *flags
of the foreign belligerent states of
which they are vessels.”

Experts defined “force majeure”
as circumstances over which a sub-
marine had no control.”

The principle of force majeure

spoke of “trial and punishment”
of any offenders. The commander
could be tried under the Neutrality
Act, and if convicted could be sent-
enced to five v-ars in prison and
a fine of $10,000.

American teriiiorial waters still
are defined as three miles from
shore, hence any submarine forced
into an American r ew must rise to
the surface at the tnree-mile limit,
and upon leaving must remain on
the surface until the three-mile
limit is reached.
