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MOSAIC LEAF CURL OF RASP-
BERRIES

(Experimental Farms Note)
Mosaic and leaf curl have been
recognized as serious limiting fact-
ors in the productiveness of rasp-
berry plantations throughout the
fruit-growing areas of Canada,

In the cause of mosaic, the plants
become dwarfed, the foliage takes’
on a mottled, transparent appear-

: (ance followed by a puckering and
i slight curling. With leaf curl, the

foliage is small, crinkled, thickened,
deep green in colour and markedly
curled or rolled downward and in-
ward at the edges. Leaf curl plants
often show an upright appearance
in contrast to the normal drooping
of healthy plants and produce fruit
which is small, hard and seedy.

Although the cause of these dis-
ease is not definitey known, they
are of a contagious nature, It is
generally considered that they are

i due to the presence of an infectious

principle in the cell-sap of the
plants by way of aphids, produces
the disease and in this way spread
is effected.

The diseases are present in the
whole system of the plant and there
fore all young suckers arising from
diseased parent plants will also be
diseased. Care must be taken, there-
fore, in setting out new plantations

It has been demonstrated that
very satisfactory control of these
diseases can be obtained by the use
of certified raspberry stock. This
stock comprises plants specially sel-
ected for freedom .of disease and
when used for setting out. results in
healthies and longer-lived planta-
tions. Certified stock is produced
under certain regulations formulat-
ed by the Division of Botany, De-
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa,
where full information may be ob-
tained.

STRONG CHARGES
AGAINST FRENCH
PENAL COLONIES

(By George Hambleton, Canadian
Press Staff Correspondent)

LONDON, July 11—“‘Manacled to
a tree and left to meet an agoniz-

3 |Ing death in the jungle.” In Devil's

Island,’ published by Putman, W. E.
Allison-Booth makes some damn-
ing charges against penal settle-
ments of France. He describes the
sailing from France of the “Mar-
tiniere.” that strange pariah of the
seas with its convict cargo of the
“damned.” He tells of convict life
in the penal colonies, their punish-
ments, their sufferings.

As in France, death under a cap-
ital sentence.is by guillotine, But
Mr. Allison-Booth describes another
death—a prisoner taken into the
jungle, manacled to a' tree, and left
to the horrors of the “dry guillo-
tine”—snakes, poisonous  insects,
the terrible heat, thirst, His name
was Jean Brock, a Frenchman or-
iginally found guilty of burglary
and sent to the penal colonies for
30 years.

Brock had beaten a guard until
the guard died. “The next day,” M.
Allison-Booth writes, “a group of
convicts were taken to work in the
jungle near the spot where Brock
was manacled... They could see him
from where they toiled. The victim
called for water, begged, cursed,
prayed, but'he was totally ignored
by the guards and the prisoners
dare not go to him. That morning
I walked out to where the prisoners
were working, and I saw Brock
sagging from the tree to which he
was fastened. The handcuffs and
leg-irons alone kept him in a grotes
que semi-upright position, He was
in a state of collapse when I saw
him. No longer did he beg for wat-
er, no longer did he ourse or pray.
He was in a half-conscious daze,
wating for the end.

“The following morning, the hand
of death mercifully ended his suf-

ferings.”
