CANADIAN SERVICE
ADOPTED IN FRANCE

PARIS, France, Aug., 23—'Sauv-
ons les Meres,” France's national
agency carrying on public educa-
tion in maternal and infant wel-
fare, has adopted for use in the
arrondissements of Paris the pre-
natal - letter service operated by
the Canadian Council on Child and
Family Welfare, Ottawa, in co-op-
eration with -all the provincial de-
partments of health.

This service was first inaugurat-
ed in Montreal by the Child Wel-
fare Association of that city in an
effort to reduce the'high maternal
and infant mortality rate through
bringing scientific knowledge in

simple form to the mothers of the
Canadian_metropolis. .The service
grew, and in 1926 was taken over
by the National Council. Since 1929,
it has been expanded to cover the
pest-natal period as well, and the
entire cost has been assumed by
the Canadian Life Insurance Offi-
cers’ Association.

In 1926, less than 5000 sets of
letters were sent out. In the past
year some 50,000 sets have been dis
tributed. And now this service
found so efficacious' in Canada 1
being tried out in an effort to
reach the thousands of mothers in
need of such information in Paris
and its environs.
