WILKESBARRE, Pa., Jan. 24—No
murder c¢ase in years has attracted
more attention in this section than is
now manifested in the case of George
L. Marion, the former theatrical man
whose trial for wife murder was call-
ed in the Luzerne county court this
week, Theatrical = people threughout
the country have contributed liberally
to a fund ratsed to aid in the defense
of the accused man.

On the night of August 20 last Ma-
rion shot and instantly killed his for-
mer wife in.thc,omce of Chisf of pol-
ice Long in this city. The victim| was
Marion's common law wife. After liv-

and wife it is alleged the woman ran
away with another man, taking her
child with her. Marion tracked the
couple to Wilkesbarre and found that
they had ‘Leen married. He neverthe
less adjusted his troubles with the
woman and apparently became recon-
ciled to . the situation.” A conference
to settle the matter was held in the
office of the chief of police. When
the two were left alone Mar/.‘on, ap-
parently driven to desperation by the
refusal of the woman to return to
him, drew a revoiver and shot her
dead.

The victim was {ormerly Miss Fran-
ces Lee of Zion City, Ill. She and
Marion had lived togethsr in Atlanta
Datroit abd othar cities where Mar-
ion was employed as a hotel clerk
when not engaged during the summer
as a theatrical agent.

NOT A NEW THEORY.

Sir:—In Monday's Guardian there
appeared a letter from Mr. Doull on
& ‘‘New Theory of Sunlight.’”’ . He
claims he has been eighteen cr twen
ty years trying to persuade people
that we are living in a thin skin of
air illtminated, and all the rest Le-
tween us and the sun is darkness.
Somre years ago I read a paper be-
fore thg Natural History Society.on
‘‘Dust.’” I think the above was clear-

lowing from my paper:

‘‘“We might suppose that with no
dust in the air we should have muore
light, but while it is undoubtedly
true that the sunbeam shows the
motes; it is mo less true also that
the motes and finer dust actually

show us the sunbeam, anl that one
is invisible without the Gther. A

beamof sunlight if, admitted into a
room of which the/ air is perfectly
pure at once disappears, and is re-
placed by pitechy blackness, except
where it strikes the wall or some
other object. :

" YBalloomists tell us ' the higher
they ascend the deeper beccmes the
color of the sky, until at a height of
a few miles it' looks almost like o
black canopy, because, though t .¢
sun is shining in unclouded splendor,
there is little or no dust to scatter
his light. The space Letween the
stars (called stellar space) is ac-
cordingly absolute darkness, not-
withstanding the biaze of light
which passes through i, and i.e-
comes visible on striking our dusty
atmosphere. The air which we Lreathe
out at the end of an expiration it so
absolutely free from dust, thac if
breathed across the track of .n vlec-
tric beam, the latter will 'be pierced
oy ‘an intensely black hole for the
reason already given.”’

The paper was discussed at the
meeting, and no member took cxcep-
tion to the above theory.
