perate campaign against Allied
shipping in the Atlantic.

This fleet—practically the last
of Germany’s once-powerful navy
—{is protected by strongly construc-
ted stations of concrete blocks 25
feet thick and built into _cliffs,
with ferro-concrete roofs and room
for eight or nine U-boats in each.

These stations, according to Nor-
weglan sources, are distributed a-
1 the entire coastline.

on the river’s eastern bank.

A German Transocean broadcast
shortly before midnight said the
Americans were bringing up sev-
eral divisions “in great haste” in
an effort to force a bridgehead
across the river barrier from a bend
opposite Duesseldorf, but claimed
the “crossing attempts by superior
infantry and tank- forces were
frustrated.”
