Prince Edward Island I+, a8 we have
sald, not poverty stricken. Qur people
have over two millions of dellars in the
Government savings,bank in Cbarlotte-
town bysides their deposits in post office

centres, and large saviogs drawing small
interest in the ndmerous chartered bank»
that have branehes in our little Pro-
vince. These branch, banks have multi-
plied of Iste years .in Charlottetown,
Summerside, Alberton, Kensington,
Souwris'and Montague, and they exist
largely for the * purpose of gathering the
savings of our prople.

It is safe to say that our people
three millions on deposit

have
at the present
timie in the . various governmental and
chartered Institutions of the conntry,a
rotal which would average not less than
$150 per family throughout the Island.
In addition they have moneys invested .in
many ventures permanent and speculative
st home and abroad. These are not
Indications of poverty, but they are to a
large extent indications of capital denjed
legitimate and profitable investment at
home, such as exists in other Provinces.

We have made progress, too, along cer-
taln lines, The cheese and butter indus-
try, although seriously cpacked by the
dry season of 1904 and the pasturage and
hay shortage that resulted, has been de-
veloped far beyond any other Province in
proportion to our numbers. And in the
times of gnod prices our dairy industry
has prospered. because its products could
be shipped before the close of navigation.
Oa the cther hand our potato crop,
which would otherwise be enormous and
profitable, is largely sacrificed by the
handi of heavy freights, and the im-
possibility of reaching markets at the
right time.

Our winter fisheries asd our trade in
pork, fresh meats, poultry and eggs still
Ro on, but under terrible handicaps from
the inteirupted communication; the al-
ways exist'ng uncertainty of being able to
deliver the goods at a fixed date, if at
all; the bigh freight ard express rates,
and the “‘mussing” from three or four
times handling which makes meats un-
attractive and strikes of a cent a pound
from their value.
