GREAT i PLANS.
Pominion Must Have Big Income te
Meet Debts.

‘The whole-hearted way in which
Canada is grappling with the ques-
tion of trade development ig reassur-
ing, not only for Canada but lor the
rest of the world. Some time ago,
the Government appointed a trade
commission in London for the pur-
peee of dealing, at first hand, with
the ‘greal problems of reconstruction
which must be solved in the devas-
tited districts of Europe. The object
o this commission was (o place
Canadian producers in touch with
those!' requiring their products in
these districis, so making available
the resources r)l’ the Dominion, not
only for the supply of raw material,
but also for the supply of manufac-
tiured articles of all kinds. Now a
further step toward completing this
organization is anhnounced, namely,
the creation of o Canadian Trade
Commigsion, which, with its head-
quarters in Ottawa, will act in con-
sunction with the mission already
stablished in London. The wholc
problemt bas evidently been most
carefully thought out, and provigion
made, as far as . pos for every
contingency. The tim ndeed for
Canada, as for many other countries
one of extraordinary opportunity. It
demands initiative, courage, energy,
and co-operation of all intersts to in-
sure satisfactory peace conditions
and precedents may for the moment
have to be discarded.

" The kernel of the situation, per-
haps, lies in this last statement, the
willingness to discard precedents.
The Canadian business world is fac-
ing entirely new conditions, and
everywhere there is a call to take a
larger view. Thus, those who take
the true view of the great war debt
which has been piled up in Canada, a3

~

in nearly every other country, will
recognize in it simply a call for

greater production, and an opportun-’
ity for development in this direction.
The Canadian national debt before
the war was only somolhmg like
$5236,000,000; it is now $1,6500,000,-
000, The advance is, ()f \omse, tres
wmendous, but it is only when the
counter-fact is remembered, that
along with this great increase in in-
debtedness has gone an equally great
increase in the national productivity,
that the matter is seen in its true
light, The exports, indeed, of Can-
ada have increased no less than
1,000 per cent., since the outbreak
of the war, and there is no reason,
in view of the shortage everywhero,
why this production should not he
maintained to a very large extent.

As Mr. Chamberlain vividly point-
ed out on one occasion, the question
of prosperity is almost entirely one
of adjustinent ol expenditure to in-
come. Canada will have to raise, in
the future, a revenue of at least
$350,000,000, whereas before the
war her greatest revenue was $173,-
000,000. Her wealth, however, has
kept pacde with the dem:md, and on
the whole she is better off than she
was four years ago. There ig, there-
fore, every reason to suppose that
Canada is enfering upon a period of
great prosperity. She is certainly be-
ing afforded an opportunity for ser-
vice the value of which it would be
difficult to exaggeyate. The great
need is, indeed, co-operation, and
again co-operation; between farmer
and factory, and between employers
and employed everywhere. The war
has exemplified heyond all question
the advantages of co-operation in the
labor world, in all directions, and
this lesson will not be lost on Can-
ada, but, having been learned, will
be developed and applied to a more
extended useflulness,
