FISHERIES.—The annual report
of the Dominion Department of Trade
and Commerce, just issued, showe
that the total market value of fish
and fish products taken py Canadian
fishermen\ during the last year was
$84,667,872. This = constitutes a - new
record for the Canadian fishing in-
dustry. Never before  has: the total
value of the fisheries of Canada pass-
ed or even reached the $30,000,000
mark. The value for 1911 reached
$20,965,433, which, up to that time,
was the highest ever recorded. To
the total the sea fisheries contribut-
ed $30,842,870, and the inland fisher-
ies §$3,824,997. 'These results were
produced by 65,926 fishermen, who
manned 1,648 :vessels and tugs and
86,761 hboats;, together - with 35,206
workers who were employed on shore.
Of the boats no fewer than 5,580
J.used gasoline engines as a means of
propulsion, there being 992 added to
the motor boat fleet since last year.
The value produced from the fisher-
ies of-each Province in its respective

order shows that British Columbia ||

fisheries were worth over $13,000,000,
making it the leading Province of
Oanada in that respect. P. B. Island
stands sixth in the list having netted
$1,196,396 from its fisheries, an in-
crease over the previous year of
$42,888. Nova - Scotia, Saskatchewan,
Manitoba and Yukon's figures showed
a decreage from the preceding years
value of fisheries. In point of value
the ten leading fisheries of the Do-
minion are:—Salmon, with a catch
valued at $10,333,070; lobster, $6,-
790,203; cod, $4,201,760; herring, $2,-
455,491; halibut, $2,278,824; haddock,
$1,316,418; sardines, $1,241,5626; white-
fish, $985,450; trout, $818,501; smelts,
$780,620.. The cod fishery is the only
one that shows a falling off of any
importance; the 1lobster fishery in
each of the Hastern Provinces pro-
duced a greater pack than in the pre-
ceding year. ; 95 :

GROWING TIMRES.— Hon, W. T.
White, Minister of Finance, speaking
on his new ‘‘Bank Act,’”’ in the House
of Commons at Ottaws the other
day brought out some rather encour-
aging facts in ‘connection with  the
commercial growth of Canada as in-
dicated by the amount of business
done by the Dominion’s Banks. Dur-
ing the last twenty years the assets
of the Chartered Banks of Canada
have increased steadily until now the
total is over one billion, five hundred
million dollars—about six times what
they were in 1891, The amount of
current loans and discounts is, cur-
iously enough, about six times what
it was in 1891—amounting at the
present to about one billion dollars.
The Canadian Banks today have no
less than 2,800 branch banks in Can-
ada and about eighty outside of Can-
ada. A tabulated list showed that
Ontario leads with 1,076 branch
banks ani P, E. Island has 14. The
question of bank failures was also
discussed and Mr. MacLean, M. P.,
Halifax. showed from 1890 to 1907
1,376 Btate Banks in the United
States closed. In Carada, according
to D. C. Ross, M. P., West Middffe-

1867, the year of Confederatjon, twen-
ty-three chartered banks have failed
and in all cases but two the note
holders were paid in full.-These two
cases were the Mechanics Bank of
Montreal and the Merchants' Bank of
P. E. Island; the former pdid 67§
and the latter 594 per cent 'to note-
holders. >
