Island Of St. Helena

St. Helena is a small island lying
some 1,200 miles from the African
coast, and .1,800 from South Am-
erica. As seen from the ocean the
‘sland, which rises abruptly from
the sea, presents a desolate ap-
pearance. Great peaks rise every-
where, and there is nothing but
black rock to be seen, stretching
up 1,800 feet and more straight
rom the ocean level. Nothing
grows on this rock, and it is quite
imposs.ble‘to ¢limb up the most of
it. In the interior of the island,
and to the west of it are 18,133
acres of soil, and this is used for
grazing purposes, and for the
growth of all trees and foods nead-
¢d by the 2,500 people who live on
St. Helena. The island is 103%
miles long, and 63 miles w.de, yet
only the 18,133 acres is useful soil
—and the rest is bleak, and barren,
and awful. A great ridge of moun-
tains divides the island. St. Hele-

na was discovered by the Portu-
guese in 1502, deserted by them,

and picked up by the Dutch, but
latér acquired by the East India
Company 'n 1651, and it has been
a British colony ever since.

The capital is called Jamestown,
after James II, and it is a small
place of some 1,600 people, lying
to the north of the island. Nothing
is said to ever change in James-
town, and its streets are probably
just the same today as they were
100 years ago, and are lighted up
by the same oil lamps, which by
the way are filled with oil to last
until 10.30 p.m. each night, when
they flicker out. During moonlight,
even the, limited supply from
Jamestown's twenty-six antiquated
o'l lamps, set in an old-fashioned
iron bracket, is not provided, and
the good inhabitants thus go with-
out and must depend on the moon’s
light alone. The officials in James
town -are few, and they all hold|
numerous offices, For instance,
the chief of police holds ten other
positions, The police magistrate,
holds altogether nine offices, and
he can be «colon'al auditor, police
magistrate, crown prosecutor, or
receiver of wrecks at will.
Jamestown runs down a valley,
and is a hot place, with little rain,
only getting about seven inches a
year, as again about 55 inches “up
country.” It.is quite pathetic to
hear the people here speak about
“up country,” but after you have
spent a month in Jamestown, and

have visited the “country,” you
better appreciate just what they
mean. Roads, cut of solid rock.

| Longwood was selected for Napo-
leon, go to St. Helena and one
glance at the place will soon tell
you the story. Napoleon was con-
sidered a menace to the peace of
Surope. He was a thorn in the
side of every ruler. and it was de-
creed that he be placed in a place
where all escape was impossible,
and where living, he would really
be dead, and possibly mno other
place in the world could provide so
fitting a site as Longwood in St.
Helena. To go to Longwood, which
ig largely a plain of 1,500 acres on
the top of a mountain, .1,760 feet
above the sea level, you go by way
of what is well called the “Devil's
Alley,” and, skirting along the
top of the ledge of this on a narrow
roadway just fifteen feet wide, you
have the Devil’s Valley on one side,
and Fisher's Alley on the other.
The road is the only entrance to
Longwood, and it could be defend-
ed by 50 men aga'nst 10,000 quite
easlily. No paths lead to Long-
wood. All around is deep, impeng-
trable valley, with the bare 1,500
acres of Deadwood and Longwood
alone relieving the black, barren
rock. Directly in front in Flag-
staff Hill, and to the right of this
what is known as the Barn, a great
pile of rock, without a single tree,
as also ig Flagstaff, and totally
without a single spring of water.
