In order to do good work on
the Budmoth with the¢ spray, it
should be applied as’a drench and
at high velocity.

Tomatoes should be kept grow-
ing from the time the seed germin-
ates until the fruit is ripe., If sown
in the hot-bed very early they are
likely to rqceive an injurious
check when held back until it is
safe to ptant them out. When the
seed is sown about the middle of
April the seedlings are ready to
prick out into flats about the 10th
of May and should be reuady to set
out immediately after the early
June frost, which usually occurs
in Prince Edward Island the: first
week in June. 1

They are ready to prick out into
the flats when they have the third
leaf. In setting them out they
should be planted so that the first
leaves are.about level with the
ground. A little clay may bhe moun-
ded around' them to protect them
from the wind.

Any good garden soil is suitable
for tomatoes. It is usually best to
delay manuring the plants until
after the first fruit has set. Most
amateurs make the mistake of plan-
ting in soil that ‘is too rich in nitro-
genous manures which promotes
great vines with late fruit or a very
large percentage of green fruit.

or other forms of manure may. be
applied generously.

. A series of experiments were
conducted with two  varieties
“Bonny Best” and “Sparks Earl-
jana,” for several years at the Char-
lottetown Experimental Station, to
determine the best method of grow-
ing tomatoes.
