Christmas Flowers Can Be
Grown in Window Garden

Growing flowers for Christmes in
the modern home is nct easy, but
it can be done if Paper White Nar-
cissus bulbs are started Nov. 1,
and grown in carefully regulated
temperatures. Without such care
the flowers cure likely to be In-
terior, and the stems weak, because
the-bulbs have not matured to the

degree most favorable for ‘“fore-
ing.”
“Forcing” 1is the florist's word

for making a plant flower out of
season; and the formuly for ac-
! complishing this is much the same
lwith all bulbs. Bulbs develop, even
in storage; and take time to reach
the stage where they are ready to
grow. If plented then, they first
must produce roots, since top
Eowth withaut good roots is weak,

Best flowers will result when the
teenperature never exceeds 70 de-
grees; keep them away from radi-
ators and steam pipes, and out of
cverheated living rooms.

Insteed of gravel, bowls may be
filled with bulb fibre, or potting
soil. Conta.ners should be decp
enough to allgw two inches of gra-
vel, fibre or sol below them. Sct
the bulbs clcse together but do not
let them touch; and only the necks
should emerge from the soil.

2 cups once-sifted pastry flour

Or 1% cups once-sifted hard=-
wheat flour

4 teaspoons baking powder

3% teaspoon salt

4 tablespoons shortening

3 tablespoons granulatec sugar

1% cup natural bran

1 cup shredded nippy cheese,
lightly packed .

1 egg

% cup milk

1-3 cup brown sugar,
packed

14 teaspoon ground cinnamon

3 medium-sized apples

Measure and sift together twice,
the flour, baking powder and salt.

Add the shortening and cut it in
finely; wmix in the granulated sugear,
natural bran and shredded nippy
cheese,
' Beat the egg until
light; mix in the milk,

Make a well in the dry ingreci-
ents and add the liquids all at
once; combine lightly.

Turn into a greased and lightly
floured 8-inch square cake pan.

Combine the brown sugar and
cinnamon and sprinkle half of the
mixture over batter in the pan.

Wash, quarter, core and peel the
apples; cut each quarter into four
wedges and press apple wedges,
pointed edges down into batter.

Sprinkle with remaining brown
sugar and cinnamon mixture.
