BUILT OF CONCRETE.

‘ Mr. Sinsabaugh’s model twenticth

| century home is 34 x 30 feet, ~two
| stories high, with attic and basement
| and has eight rooms on the two main
| floors. While Edison’'s ‘idea of a
concrete house to be poured in one
|Mg mould was not yet carried out,
|yet the principle building material
|was concrete. The foundation and
walls are of concrete’ blocks. The
concrete . was mixed on the spot and
moulded into the building blocks as
‘required. There was no waste of
building material. The floors are of
wood ‘ and the interior is finished « in
plaster and oak. Such a house re-
quires very little wood. The style
of architecture is of the plain, sub-
stantial mission type. This idea is
carried throughout the wnterior as
well.
