LAST BOND

NEW YORK.— Billy Sunday, in a

letter to the Liberty Loan Committee
yesterday, cited the respcnse to

the
selective draft law by the young men

of the country as sufficient grounds

for united and patriotic support of

the bond sale.

“When Uncle Sam called for men
almost every one of the required age
in t he ccuntry registered like true
Americans,” he wrote, “We have
the men of muscle and the grit, but
with all these we cannot win if we
hold back our money. It costs a pile
to equip and maintain an army, and
the Government is powerless unless
we come to the front with the dcugh.
We need millions of people buying
the bonds— not only millionaires and
banks. We all share our country’s
blessings, so We must all help bear
her burdens.

“This is cur great opportunity to
upset autocracy and ‘set up liberty
throughout the world. If you cannot
go to the fight you must help to
supply the money to send to cther
fellows. Don't be a money slacker.
Rout the enemy who still seems to
think we are bluffing. It is up to you
to do ycur individual part in helping
the Allies to bring the atrocities, t he
cutrages the brutalities and the in-
humanities of ‘this horrible war to a
speedy end.

Mr. Sunday ended with the asser
tion that it would be a “million times
bettes to buy, Liberty becnds than to
pay indemnity to Germany.

The evangelist preached twice  in
the tabernacle yesterday.

Bowery where the Rev John Calla-
han had arranged a meeting.

“We are grateful Lord, that so
many men and wcmen in this great
city "are interested, not in education
not in money-making, not in social
pleasures, but in the deepest. things
of the spirit. Those who have filled
this great tabernacle night after
night ¢nd afterncons have come from
all walks of life; some from humble
homes, some from colleges, some
perhaps have no hones, but they
meet here as equals, all seeking the
bread of life.

“All that we can do is tc kneel at
the feet of Jesus Christ, who has pro-
mised tg-lift the load that rests on
the backs of all of us. Many -here
have known the joys of Christian life
fcr years. They need to reconsecrate
themtelves to thee. Many have ‘found
here for the first time what is to fol-
low. Let them realize it is manly to
admit when one is in the wrong and
cowardly not to thrcw off shackles
and receive the salvation of Jesus
Christ. 2

“Bless this splendid man of God who
has administered the ‘word so faith-
fully here. There were some: who
thought him insincere. Thou hast
known how true and sincere he is.
Many will testify to his sincere and
faithfulness. Some thought he sought
money and not souls. How many here
can testify how he hungered for
scals?”
