QUEBEC, Oct. 7 — (CP) —Cov-
ernments may have to rescrt to
“some measures of Tregimentation
and direction of the economies of
their peoples” to overcome pres-
» ent internationaled fficulties such
as disrupted trade, External Affairs
Minister St. Laurent sa.d in an ad-
dress here tonight.

“We are not going to jump to
hasty conclusions, but we are not

going to stand idly by and allow !

s'tuations to develop to the point
! where they would be apt to be ir-
' remediable,” sa'd the External Af-
fairs Minister addressing the 18th
annual meeting of the Canadian
Chamber of Commerce,

Mr. St. Laurent referred to the
“policles of frustration and futil-
ity” of “theory-crazed total tarian
groups,” and said’that while things
were not going well with the Un-
ited Nat'ons, Canada as a new
member of the Security Council
would go the “extreme limits’ to
make U.N. functcn as a “univer-
sal one-world crganization.”
