ISLANDER KILLED

The remains of the late Stephen]

near Bedford, N. S., arrived last night
by the Car Ferry steamer.

. They were driving at about 28 miles
an hour the fatal accident being due
to the fact that one of the rear wheels
of the auto struck a large stone in the
middle of the road. The car slewed
to one side striking violently an elec-
tric light pole, which was broken by
the impact, the car also being badly
damaged. Mr. McLean was not
thrown out. Mr. Masters struck the
back of his head and his shoulder,
but happily, not sustaining serious in-
jury, although he was badly shaken,
Mr. McLean remained in the car, his
position being unchanged and making
no mention of injury.

They returned to a house along
the road, fortunately finding there a
trained nurse, who dressed Mr. Mas-
ters’ wounds, Mr. McLean talking
meéanwhile, but still making no refer-
ence to injury to himself.

Petrograd admits the
penetration of Russian lines by Aus-
trians west of Lutsk near the town of
Lokatchi, but says that later the Rus-
sians retrieved this setback. An-
nouncement of fighting in this region
would indicate that the drive in Vol-
hynia has brought the Russians to
within twenty miles of Vladimir-Vol-
ynisk, head of the railway running
north through Kovel,

On the front in France only infan-
try action took place Monday. This
was between Avre and Oise where the
Germans attempted to approach the
French lines but were repulsed with
hand grenades. Only bombardments,
violent in the region northeast of Ver-
dun and against British positions near
Neuville-st Vaast but intermittent else-
where, have taken place along the rest
of the line in France and Belgium.
Numerous battles in the ‘air in which
six German machines among them two
Fokkers, were driven. down by the
British, are recorded in the British offi-
cial communication, The British
themselves lost two aircraft. A se-
vere battle  between Austrians and
Italians is in progress on Setti Com-
muni Plateau'to west of Asiago. On
the various other sectors southeast of
Trent numerous Austrians attacked
and have been repulsed.

The Italians report some progress

While there she
noticed blood on the porch door and
also on the floor leading from the
porch to the bedroom. The latter
looked as if someone had tried to rub
it off. She went into the bedroom
and saw the body of Mrs, McPherson
on the bed.
