The
first thing that may be necessary is
rolling; which should be done as
soon #& the frost is out of the
groung and before the surface has
{haroughly dried out. This rolling
will put down any frost-heave and
do mueh to level up the whole sur-
face. As soon as the surface Is
dry the lawn should be given a
thorough raking. The raking should
» thorough enough toremove all dead
material, particularly annual gras-
ses from the previous year, and
loosen-up the ground surface of the
lawn. ¥ possible, and # is generally
necessary, a light top dressing of
good seil should be put on  and
raked in. An ordinary lawn after
rolling -should require from 5 to 10
cubic feet of earth per 1000 square
feet of- lawn ~surface and the
quantity put on should be sufficient
to level up the ground surface but
not to-bury the grass. .

banking system give the slightest

Treasury. Even within
the Province, ff one can judge
from casual conversations, the fact
that the Provincial Treasury ' re-
celves short term loans from indiv-
iduals does not seem to be very
generally known. Moreover, on De-
cember 81,1934, only two ‘hundred
and forty-four depositors were
availing themseélves of this service
of the Treasury. The amount held
on deposit, however, was relatively
large, amounting to about $400,000,
or an average holding of around
$1600. This lack of knowledge s
strange hecause the amount held
by the Provincial Treasury in this
account is published annually in the
Public Accounts of the Province.

The Act permitting the govern-
ment of Prince Edward Island to
receive temporary loans was passed
in 1804. The provisions of this act
memnely authorized the government
to make lpans “on all, or upon
such other short time not exceed-
ing three years as the Governor in
Oouncil may from time to time
determine.” A limit of $100,000 was
placed upon the total amount that
could be recelved under the terms
of thig act' and the interest rate
was not to exceed four per cent per
annum. An influx of funds, how-
ever, necessitated an amendment,
passed in 1896, extending the
maximum' ‘limit to $175,000. As
shown in the table, loans fluctuat-
ed around this limit for a number
of years.

In 1918, to attract deposits, the
act was again amended, permitting
an interest rate as high as five
per cent to be paid on these loans.
After the passage of this amend-
ment, funds began to flow into the
Treasury, and in 1923 it looked as if
the $500,000 maximym would soon
be reached. Accordingly, in 1924,
the last revision of this act was
made. This repealed all of the for-
mer acts, but made no change
othér than to raise to $750,000 the
maximum limit which could be re-
ceived in this type of loan. This
limit was never approached, how-
ever, as during the decade after
1924, total deposits fluctuated be-
tween $300,000 -and $400,000.. rea"h-
ing a high of $442,000 in 1928. Due
