OPENING OF THE
GREAT LYONS FAIR

Fifty-three Firms Exhibiting in Canadian Section Their
Showing Being a Striking Feature of the Fair Con-
stituting a Complete Display of Canada’s Industrial
and Commercial Products.

LYONS, Marchy $—Enoromous
crowds,, among which were thousanas
of Foreign commercial and industrial
men, thronged the Grand Theatre at
the official ceremony marking the op-
ening of tre fourth annual Lyons Fair,
The whole city was gally decorated,
Aags of all Allied nations being proua.
ly dsplayed over all buildings ana
private residences.

The British participation at the
Lyons Fair hag advanced from four-
teen exhibits in the first ycar to forty
‘three in the second, one hundred ana
fifty, including the Canagdian and
Austrailian sections. Great numbers
of British, Canadian Austrailian, Am-
erican and Italtan soldiers were seen
amcng the thousands wno cheered
the’ Mayor of Lyons. Senator Edou-
ard Herruot, when on the invitation
of the chairman of the meeting, Jean
Goinent, President of the Chambre
de Commerce of Lyons he declared
the Fair open. The Canadian section
includes fifty three firms, the Canadian
National Railways, the Departments
of Mines, Agriculture, Forestry and
the Canadian Pacific Railway with ail
Canadian industries represented. The
Paris edition of the New York Her-

ald says the Canadian exhibits are
a striking feature of the Fair. Constit-
uting a complete display of Canada’s
industnial and commercial producis.

PARIS, March, 3.—The Peace Com-
mittee of reparation has estimated
that $24,000,000,000 is the amount
which the emeny countries ougnt to
pay the Allied and associated powers,
says a Havas agency statement to-

day. ¥rance, adds the statement, ge-
mands immediate payment by the en-
emy of $1,000,000,000 part In goid,
part dn materials and part in Foreign
securities, recommending that the re-
mainder of the amount 'be payable in
a period of from twenty five to thirty
five years. ; .

Among those who returned last night
was Major A, G. Peake, whose work
in connection with Prince Edward
Iiland’s chapter in the history of ths
war will always occupy a prominent
place. Major Peake who was Lieut
Colonel in the P. B. Island Artillery,
organized two Batterles for service in
the war—No 2 and No 8. He went over
in‘command of No 2 Heavy Battery in

the 98th Siege Battery. He returned
from BEngland that same year and
organized his second splendid battery
the 8th as already stated which he
took to France dn 1916. Major Peake
oddly enough was the first casualty in
the Battery being severely wounded in
the arm. Complications set in and he
was In hospital for some months. He
was afterwards for a time in commangd
of No 11 Siege Battery in England and
lias since been on duly attached to the
Canadian Reserve Artillery at Witley
and Camp Borden.

Colonel Jenkins was a house phy-
siolan at the Royal Victorla Hospital,

He enlisted in September, 1914, with a
hospital unit, and shortly after sailed
to England and France, having the
good fortune, after different appoint-
ments to various ‘base hospitals, to be
attached to General, now Sir David,
Watson's brigade. On October 21st,
1916 the recently promoted Capt.
Jenklus, while in charge of an advance
dressing station along the Somme
front, rallied some of his men and in
the absence of a commanding officer,
led them perdonally to victory, captur-
ing the objective German trench and
securing many prisoners. This won for
him the D. 8. O. but the Colonel
modestly remarks “Lots of chaps could
do just as much, and better, if they
had the ¢hance; 1 was just lucky
that's all” Promotiong followed, and
soon from a captaincy he rose to the
rank of Lieut-Colonel, being mention-
ed in despatches several times by Sir
Douglas Haig, and cited for bravery
in the official reports of his superiors,
He was once wounded, at Vimy in
1917, when, while walking through an
abandoned French Trench, he was
struck by shrapnel, his steel. helmet
being completely crushed. After Vimy,
Colonel Jenkins was appointed Quarter
Master General with the Canadian
Medical Staff in London.

FINAL PEACE
