British diplomacy, says an exchange, is censured
_|for Bulgaria’s breach with the Entente Powers and
her” alliance with' Turkey and the Central mpires.
However it is quite evident that diplomacy ” had
nothing to do with Bulgaria’s action. The unfor-
tunate nation has been committed to a war to which
certainly large elements in the population are opposed
by an act of high-handed despotism.

" Last week, when the situation became threatening,
the leaders of the Opposition waited upon the King
of Bulgaria and demanded that the Sobranje, the
Bulgarian Parliament, be called together. There are
three divisions to the Opposition party in Bulgaria—
the Democrats; the Radicals and the Agrarians. At
this conference five leaders, representing all shades
of Opposition opinion, warned the King against the
course he was pursuing and declared that, if the
Sobranje wer¢ called together, the Ministry of Rados-
lavoff. would be ejected from office. . The passage
between the King and Mr Stambulivski, the leader
of the Agrarians, is thus set forth in a despatch to
the London Chronicle; |,

“I say again t0 your Majesty,” said M. Stam-
bulivski, *“ the country will not have a policy of ad-
venture such as cost it so dear in 1913. This policy .
is, moreover, yours. Before 1913 we believed you
to be a great diplomatist, but we have seen what your
diplomacy brought us. You have taken advantage
of all the holes in the Constitution to get the direction
of the country into your own hands.” Your Ministers
count for nothing. - You alone are the author of this
policy, and you alone will have the responsibility
of it.”

*“The policy I have decided to follow,” the King
frigidly replied, “is one which I consider the best
and most advantageous for the country.”

*“1It is a policy which can only lead to disaster,”
retorted the farmer, “ which will bring about new
catastrophies and compromise not only the future of
the country, but your own dynasty, and which may
cost you your head.”

The King measured with his eyes this country-
manwho spoke such weighty words.
