$'Side Member
Stresses Auto
Traffic Needs

That compulsory automolive pro-
tective insurance be given consid-
eration. at the present session was
urged in the Provincial Legislat.
ure on Monday by Mr. Lorie H.
McFarlane, Fifth District of Prince.
He Was speakinlg on the Draft Ad-
dress.

As the highways are improved,
it' is reasonable to expect that
highway traffic will greatiy in.
crease, Mr. McFarlane sald. The
placing of directional signs was a
good policy, but it was important
that more “slow” signs and night
reflectors be erected at dangerous
curves and railway crossings with-
out delay.

Another urgent need was the es-
tablishment of new industries to
glve employment to the young
people. In this respect Summerside
had numerous advantages to offer
as to. prospective locations, elec-
trical power, water supply and
avallability of workers.

The speaker stressed the need of
a quick freezing plant in Summer-
side for the storage of bait and
other fish, as a facility of ines-
timable value to the fishermen of
Prince County. He also urged the
Government to take up at Ottawa
the need of better accommodation
for the fishing fleet at Summer-
side. This could bé* provided by ex-
tending Queen's wharf to its for-
mer length.

Potato Industry

As a potato grower and shipper
Mr. MacFarlane sald he appreciat-
ed the outstanding work being ac-
complished by officials of both the
Dominion and Provincial Depart-
ments of Agriculture. Already .the
Act passed last year by this House,
whereby only certified seed could
be planted, has shown good 're-
sults. He was convinced that with
the high quality of Island potatoes,
there wbuld always be a reason-
ably good market.

“We all realize the importance
of the dalry industry,” Mr. Mc-
Farlane continued, “but some-
times I wonder if the value of the
potato -industry in relation to the
dalry and beef business is fully
understood. It is common know-
ledge that the soil of this pro-
vince must have additional terti-

lizers, and the potato crop
using commercial fertilizers.
provides a basis for larger

ylelds in the rotation crops that
follow. We all know that the po-
tato crop does not provide any
humus for the soil, but it does no
exhaust the entire application of
fertilizer which has been applied.
The balance of this fertilizer is of
considerable value to the grain
and hay crops which should fol-
low. By pursuing a proper rota-
tional system the potato crop, in
my opinion, is of great value to
the crops coming immediately ai-
ter.

“One of the important needs in
our province is good pasturage and
an increased production of grain,
which of late has become a mat-
ter of urgency on account of the
high cost of imported feeds. It is
my contention that the potato in-
dustry, through the use of ferti-
lizer followed by proper crop ro-
tation, is of substantial assistance
in the building of our dairy in-
dustry. I emphasize that this could
also be sald of our hog and pouliry
industry.

“I have heard discussions re-
cently on the amount of fertilizer
imported into this Province, and
while it is true in regard to the
basic chemicals that large quanti-
ties are brought in, it may not ba
generally realized that approxi-
mately seventy percent of these
chemicals are mixed within the
Province, in the proportions best
suited to our soil, according to the
standards laid down by the Mari-
time Fertllizer Council. The mixing
of these chemicals creates consid-
erable employment for our local
people, besides providing a grcet
source of revenue fot those who
own trucks. At least $I50,000 is
spent among our people in these
ways. Not all of the fertilizer Im-
potted to this Province is used for
the growing of potatoes, but on the
contrary, increasingly large ton-
nage is being used for the grow-
{hg of turnips, grain, hay and pas-
ture.” ‘

The speak commended the
Provincial and Federal Govern-
ment for having put Into effect
a program of assisting in the es-
tablishment of potato = storage
warehouses in different parts of
the Province.

. Newfoundland rade

He also noted with approval the
rapid increase in trade with New-
foundland. Labrador and northern
Quebec trade will, he believed,
grow In importance also, Summer-
sfde, as the capital of the most
productive County in the Province,
should be made a regular port of
call of - subsidized steamers en-
gaged in the Newfoundland trade.

“At this time,” Mr. McFarlane
sald, “I wish to pay special trib-
ute to Mr. J. W. Bouiter, Who - has
given' of his all -to.the potato in-
dustty of this province. Mr. Boul-
ter -has always - worked untiringly
on behalf 'of the potato producers
and farmers in general, and his
sdvice’ has. always been respected
and listened to by the respective
boards and committees at which he
has appeared, both in:Canada ani
the ‘United States, I regret that

Rural Electrification

“Our people generally” Mr, Mc-
Farlane added, “are greatly ine
terested in the extension of rural
electrification, making it possible
for our agriculturists to have elec-
tricity available for their mechani«
cal and domestic needs. In my
ofsion there is no class of peo-
ple who are more in need of this
service than the citizens of our
rural areas. Some unfalr criticlsm
has been levelled at this govern.
ment regarding thelr tardiness in
implementing past promises in this
regard. Many of these critics know
little of the problems to be faced,
or just what has been accomplish-
ed. In the past few years many
miles of new rural power lnes
have been constructed and more
are under careful consideration.
Both the Maritime ¥lectric Com-
pany and the Town of Summer-
side civic electric plant built con-
siderable mileage last year, and
with the coeoperation of this gove
ernment, I believe, there will b8
a steady development of rural el
ectrification in this province. Cri-
tics should give careful study to
the high cost of power lines and
distribution, and they would then
realize that if electric services are
to be provided, it must be proven
that revenues will be sufficient to
pay cost of operation, mainten-
ance, and a reasonable profit on
capital invested.”

Mr. McFarlane noted thal in
this Province the people do not

on industrial development, the
worst of which today is labor un-
rest. As producers of raw materials
they have to depend on their own
ability to dispose of these tc tnc
consumers in other provinces and
countries.

“We can face lhe future with
confidence,” he concluded, “but we
must watch carefully the quality
of our products, keep steady and
apply sound business principles in
the conduct of our business.”
