LONDON, July 29—A virtual
reign of terror exists in Limerick,
following attacks on patrols there
and the town hall at Clonakilly,
County Cork, has been partially
destroyed by police in reprisal for
the murder of constable Murray,
according to dispatches from Ire.
land. Murray was shot dead Tues-
day night in Clonakilly, His com-
rades then attempted to burn the
town hall. Several houses were

partially wrecked/ ' Indiscriminate
firing broke out Limerick after
attatV:s on patrol. The police and
priests found great dAffficulty in
restraining the soldiers who were
reported to have become almost un-
controllable. The Irish office, Lon
don, declared extremists in Ireland
were attempting to goad the sol-
diers into reprisals, hoping excesses
would result which would eventual-
ly cause the British public to de
mand the withdrawal of the army.
