Hit by a tremendcus sea that
keeled her flat on her leeward s'de,
submerged for five minutes. buffet>d
mercilessly, with two men overboard
but held on to the ve:sel by life-
lines, the fleet Blusnose was dam-
aged in a storm thet caused proud
liners to shudder. Bui now shas is
back again in mid-Atlantic on her
second attempt to return home.

A naval commander with 17 years
experience in dastroyers was aboard,
spending his leave of absence on
what was to have becen Bluenose's
homeward voyage to Halifax after
& summer’s barnstorming in Eng-
land. Commancer Tan Black paid
high tribute to the way OCaptain
Walters handled his ship:

“This was the most terrifying sea
I have every encountered, That we
are alive today is a tribute to the
seamanship of Captain Walters and
his crew and the wonderful quali-
ties of th: Bluenose.”

Twenty-one people, 10 of whom
were pa:sengers and five of them
women, lcoked death in the face
throughout that Monday night,
September 16, The Bluenose had
left Falmouth for Halifax the Wed-
nesday before, Encountering gales
and storms all the way, she was
200 miles off Plymouth when the
hurricane hit.

Captain Walters Give Account

Arriving  in  Plymouth exactly
one week after setting out for Hal-
ifax, Captain Walters to'd - about
the ordeal,

“This is something I have never
done before in my life;’ he said
with his hearty Lunenburg accent.
“Four hours after leaving Falmouth
we were forced to tie up our main-
sail, and it has not been unfurled
since. The storm increased in fury
and the climax came Monday night.

“Everything was afloat down be-
low, and when the biggest sea of
all hit us to leeward at 10 p. m. I
thought It was. the end. Bluenose
staggered under the impact and

heeled right over—stayed there
some minutes due to the weight
of the water she was carrying and
then gradually she righted herself.

“She struggled bravely, I never
was more proud of her than at that
moment, and she has been through
some trying times, I can tell you.
Water was coming in so heavily
that I had to lighten her aft {0
enable her to ride the better. We
buckled to, crew and passengers,
and lifted the flooring planks 10
shift the pig iron ballast forward.

“I have been at sea’ for 40 years
but I have never seen anything like
the seas that night. If they had
continued another hour we would
have to cut away the masts. Bu't'
our boats were smashed to pieces.

Other passengers especlally the
women who were not. allowed on
deck, had other storles to tell—how
thoy watchdd the cook's stove,
snapped from its mooring, being
hurled across the galley while bhe}r
gramaphone kept playing “A“-‘;
thing Goes"; how they watche
men on deck moving balhst ";
pumping, while water streame
down their oilskins in minjature
cataracts; thelr fears, thelr 10“;
which all ceemed flat. Two ©
them were taken to hospital wher
the vessel reached port.
