For Unemployed

By The Canadian Press)

TORONTO, April 21 — Reviving
the “back to the land” fervor of
wag days and taking a leaf from
the Od Country book, of garden
wallotments” several Ontario cities
are this year actively developing
the “Community Garden” plan for
the unemployed.

Last year saw the scheme in suc-

cessful operation in the city of
Hamilton. FPamilies to the number
of 5,157 were provided for on 234
acres of land producing vegetables
having a retail value of more than
$75,000. The average cost for seed,
etc. on a lot 25 by 100 feet, was
$1.72.
Following the initiation of the
movement in a small way in To-
ronto last year, a meeting of re-
presentatives of commercial and in-
dustrial concerns under the auspie-
#s of the Board of Trade this year
authorized a committee to carry
out the scheme on a big scale. The
committee visualizes many of To-
ronto’s unemployed happily and
healthfully busy in community
gardens. Plowing has already been
done on some of the lots.

Sponsored by Mayor W. J. Stew-
art and the City Council, the gen-
eral committee, of which M. L.
Davis is chairman, and the Ex-
ecutive under the leadership of
Prof. H. Wasteneys, worked out
the preliminaries of the project
along these lines:

(a) To secure vacant land suit-
able for gardening purposes and
have it prepared for garden use.

(b) To register, through the so-
cial agencies, all unemployed per-
sons interested in cultivating vege-
table gardens.
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(¢) To provide seeds, plants, fer-
tilizer, tools and supervision to the
would-be gardeners.

(d) To provide instruction in the
proper making of gardens, times of
sowing and cultivation.

Many vacant properties
within Toronto’s boundaries or close
to the city have been offered for
the purpose of the-gardens. It has
been éstimated at least 400 acres

will be needed. The problem is to
select the most suitable grouna
within the reach of watering facil-
ities if possible. Plows and other
farming equipment were placed at
the disposal of the committee by
various agricultural implement con-
cerns.

Toronto's community garden ef-
fort will be on as large a scale as
resources will permit. The commit-
tee hopes to provide for 5000 fam-
flies in the project with a “set up”
fund of $10,000 now being raised
for the purpose. Three thousand
applications for plots have already
been received.
