It has been definitely decided
that the Dominions which have con-
tributed to the conduct of the war,
are entitled to conslderation  when
termg of peace are finally formulat-
ed.”

0 GREAT BRITAIN

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30—. The
United States has sent notes to Great
Britain and France, requesting recon-
sideration by those governments of
their refusal to issue a safe conduct
through their blockade lines . for.
Count Tarnowski, the new  Austro-
Hungarian ambassador to the United
States, and speaking of the unfavor-
able . effect that a continued refusal
would have on opinion here,

The notes point out that it is an
inalienable right of sovereign nations
to exchange ambassadors, and insist
that a third nation, even in  time of
war, is not justified in denying that
right.

Great care is taken to base the rep
resentations solely on the grounds of
its right, as distinguished from mere
international courtesy, making it
clear that the United States is not
asking a favor or assuming the at-
titude of a pleader.

iIf the present note meets with an
unsatisfactory response it is admitted
that a very difficult situation will be
developed.

LONDON, Nov. 80.—Admiral Sir
John R. Jellicoe, commander of the
British fleet, was yesterday appoin-

ted First Sea Lord of the Admiralty,
in place of 8ir H. B. Jackson, heing
succeeded in command of the Grand
fMleet by Vice-Admiral Sir David
Beatty, who commanded the British
battle-cruiser squadron in the Jutland
hattle. '

Admiral Sir Henry B, Jackson has
Yeen appointed president of the Naval
‘ollege at Greenwich. There will be
sonsequential changeg in the Board of
the Admiralty.

Other changes in the way of bring-
ng new men from the fleets to White-
qall are foreshadowed. Apparently Mr.
Balfour retains his office as first lord
>f the admiralty through it all, al-
*hough scme of the same newspapers
which called for Colonel Churchill’s
retirement have been turning their
zuns upon him, but from a different
ingle. They counsidered Churchill
too impetuous and disposed to inter-
lere with matters of strategy, while
‘hey considered Mr. Balfour too slow
and conservative,

LONDON, Nov, 30.— G@ratification

Much of the comment centres on
the past administration of the ad-
miralty, of which some sharp crit-

icism is not confined to papers of onc
political type. 1t is complained
that the Admiralty for some tim~
has exhibited a lack of vigor and w
strange aloofness from reality. The
criticism is nct, however, focused on

‘A. J. Balfour, First Lord of the Ad-

miralty, except in two instances—ther
Daily News and the Daily Mail
which call for his removal.

The Daily News finds his retentlon
of the post of First Lord disquieting
while The Mail makes an addition tc
its ‘many recent attacks, It . has
nothing to say ahout Admiral Jell!
coe and Sir David Beatty, except:—
“This is no real change at all.”

It demands the complete recon-
structifon of the Admiralty board
On the other hand the Merning Post
and Daily Telegraph pay tribute to
Mr. Balfour, the former saying that
special acknowledgement {s due hi:
administration and also his courage
and strong sense in choosing the
right time to make changes.

The Daily Telegraph admires “his
virtucus decision” mnot to interfere
with the technical matters of the Ad-
miralty, whereby, it says,. he has
