CAIRO, July 15— (AP)—
British forces striking sud-
denly in the central sector
of the El Alamein battle-
ground captured an ‘“‘ap-
preciable” number of pris-
oners in a sharp offensive
tonight while Australians on
the central road were throw-
ing back a strong attempt
by Nazi Field Marshal
Erwin Rommel to regain
lost ground.

A considerable amount of
British armor was known
to have been massed in this
central] sector of the desert
battleground some 80 miles
west of Alexandria.

The British troops hit the
Axis in the centre while
Rommel was fiercely engag-
ed on the coast road. There,
too, he was repulsed and at-
tacks in other sectors also
were thrown back,

The R., A. F., was consider-
ably active, fighter bombers
and light bombers scoring
many direct hits on tanks.

The pilot of one light bomber
who destroyed an enemy tank said
he saw it “turn inside out.”

The new Nazi effort to retake
the desert coastal ridge five miles
west of  Alamein began with a
sundown attack by motorized in-
fantry and tanks yesterday, wore
on through the night and con-
tinued until it was beaten off this
evening,
