Within Year

OTTAWA, Sept. 13.—(OP) — All
classes called for compulsory mili-
tary training must put in their 30-
day tralning period within 12
months of the summons, but tem-

This was made clear today by
Hon, J. G. Gardiner, Minister of
National War Services.

First call for training will be is-
sued in a few days following a pro-
clamation which” will be published
tomorrow notifying all single men
and childless widowers from the ages
of 21 to 24, inclusive, that they are
llable to be called.

Mr. Gardiner sald he believed it
would be the aim of the Defence
Department to see that those called
for 30-day training in the first 12
month program, would be given a
second similar training period dur-
ing the following year.

This, he said, wou'd depend upon
facilities available and the cir-
cumstances existing at that time.
At the moment his department was
concentrating on provision of the
men for whom training had heen
arranged in the first year, but there
were about 1,000 000 men in Canada
within the Erescribed age class who
were available for call,

Mr. Gardiner said it was @e in-

tention to have eight consecutives

training periods during the twelve
months beginning with October. A
training period is 30 days, and the
39 camps now being prepared will
accommodate a total of about 29,-
750 men.

This will mean that about 240,000
men will have had 30 days’ training
at the end of the 12-month period
and, because of the allowance of 25
per cent. rejections on grounds of
physical unfitness, the total to be
called for physical examination will
be about 320,000.

National registration revealed that
there are about 400,000 men in the
age classes of 21 to 24 years eligible
for call, and the proclamation to
be issued tomorrow is expected to
cover requirements for the first
year's program. o

Registrars in the 12 administra-
tive districts were instructed not to
compel those engaged in agriculture
to report before November if they
desired to remain at the normal
occupations. There will be no occu-
pational exemptions in the call but
temporary exemptions will be made
on application of the men con-

cerned.

Similarly the registrars were in-
structed that loggers east of the
Rocky Mountains should not be call-
ed between November and April in-
clusive, nor seamen between May
and November inclusive.

Step-off Points
Are Blasted

LONDON, Sept. 14 —(Satur-

day) —(CP) — Le Havre,
France's great harbor was
blasted Friday by Royal Air

Force bombers, seeking out at
their source German concentra-
tions for a possible attempt to
invade Britain,

Principal target at Le Havre
was enemy shipping, and at
least one tanker and a supply
ship were hit,

Lparly today watchers on the
cliffs of Dover saw almost con-
tinuous flashes of anti-aircraft
fire on the German occupied
French coast where R.AF. fliers
with heavy bombs probed for
the German guns which have
shelled the Dover area.

A plllar of flame shot high in the
alr, indicating a British missile had
found a target, possibly an am-
munition dump. The German fire
upon the British planes was partic-
um)rly intense in the vicinity of Cap
Gris Nez.

Although an air ministry com-
munication made no mention of a
British raid on Essen, great muni-
tions tentre in Germany, the Ger.
man communique acknowledged it
had been raided. The German
command clalmed damage was
minimum,

The Air Ministry told of raids on
“key distribution centres” at Osna-
bruck, Hamm Schwerte, Ehrang
and Brussels.

Referring to the key points bomb-
ed the Air Ministry said:—

“Troops, reserves, equipment and
supplies moving westwards to the
channel ports from Germany must
pass through one or the other of
these key transportation points.”

This explained, in particular, the
nightly bombing of Osnabruck and
Hamm, two points mentioned in the
Air Ministry’s bulletins over a per«
iod of more than a month.

LONDON, Sept, 13.—(CP Cable)—
Buckingham Palace, symbol of em-
pire and home of Britain's Kings,
for the second time this week was
shaken by Nazi bombs today, but
their Majesties, safe in their air
raid shelter, escaped harm.

The attack came during the long-
est daylight raid on London in which
the Nazis apparently aimed delib-
erately at the throne and the core
of the empire’s institutions,

An incendiary bomb also fell on
the House of Lords. Bombs fell in
Whitehall and Downing Street. Oth-
ers landed in the vicinity of mighty
St. Paul’s,

A lone German raider was re-
sponsible for the attack on the pal-
ace. Gliding down with his two
engines shut off, he | his
bombs. One scored a direct hit on
the Royal Chapel, two fell in the
Central Quadrangle and two just
outside the gates.

When the explosions were over,
and the all-clear had sounded King
George and Queen Elizabeth emerg-
ed from their shelter unscathed.
They wsurveyed the damage and the
King told a thankful war cabinet
and people:—

“Like so many other people, we
now have had a personal experience
of German barbarity, which only
strengthens the resolution of all of
us to fight through to final vic-

The child was
floating in the water face down
some distance from the edge. Tony
swam out to the child and took
hold of it, but in turning to go back
the child slipped from him and,
the water being muddy, he cou'd
not locate him again.
