the officers of the graves registeration
units, to ook after these burial
grounds. In the case, however, of a
battle or severe fighting, isolated
burials necessarily etill take place.
“The ' French government further
offered to mainfain these cemeteries.
The British government, has, how-
ever, in ggreement with the French
government, undertaken to provide
for their maintenance in perpetuity,
and has appointed a national commit-
tee to care for the graves of our of-
ficers' and men after ¢h war. With the
king’s ‘consent the prince of wales has
accepted the presidency of this com-
mission.

“Communication on the subject
should be. addressed to the Director
of Graves Registeration, War Office,
St .James Square, London. Relatives
are asked to bear in mind that some
time may elapse before graves are
properly recorded.”

“That it is not possible to arrange
for the distribution of flowers ,for in-
dividuals; that circumstances not.in-
frequently arise which make it unde-
sirable in the intereste of the military
situation to disclose the position of
a grave and that exhumation of bod-
ies during the war is prohibited. Pho-
tographs of graves that are acces-
ible to the photographers will be
furnished to relatives on application,
free of cost ,as soon as possible.”
