Earlier front-line dispatches said the Soviet defenders
had smashed two Ggrman spearheads which had penetrat-
ed defences approximately 100 miles from the city but
that the situation of the capital remained grave.'

“The evacuation of Soviet troors
from Odessa, organized by the Red
army command during the past
eight days, was completed in time
and in perfect order,” it said of the
retreat from the southern city which
the Germans sald they and the Ru-
manians en.ered Thursday.
