Grand Jury Charge

Mr. Justice Arsenault in address-
ing the Grand Jury, referred to the
long service of His Lordship Chief
Justice Mathieson, who was now
enjoying leave of absence, and
pointed out that it was the first
time in many years that His Lord-
ship had not addressed the Grand
Jury. He was now on a holiday in
Europe and Mr. Justice Arsenault
felt all would be benefited by his
experiences.

He noticed by the returns there
were thirty-two in the County Jall,
10 for prohibition violation; 5 vag-
rancy; 2 drunks; 1 for driving a
car while intoxicated; 1 stealing; 8
breaking and entering; 2 attempt-
ing to pass dorged cheques; 1 stolen
goods in possession; 1 appropriat-
ing money to his own use.

In referring to the unemployment
situation ‘His Lordship said he-did
not know what relation crime bears
to unemployment, but when men
are unemployed they are more apt
to drift into crime. There was no
excuse, he said, for any. man’or
boy unemployed drifting into crime.
He hoped that before the year was
out conditions would change, He
pointed out that after the United
States elections were over a change
could be expected. The Lausanne
Conference would also aid in short-
ening the time of depression.

We must remember, he said, that
we are very fortunate in this pro-
vinte. We have no such things-as
soup kitchens and other places
where the unemployed were com-
pelled to go to receive meals.
There was a number of cases to
go before the Grand Jury, and all
they had to do was to see if there
was enough evidence to place the
party on frial. It was not their
province decide whether the man
was guilty or not.

Mr. Massey pald high wioute to
the of Canada. It d
incredible that the number of nur-
ses and student nurses in the Do-
minion had increased from fewer
than 6,000 in 1911 to more than
30,000 in 1930, although in relation
to population there were fewer
medical doctors in Canada today
than ten years ago. This increase
in the number of nurses, he said,
“most certalnly makes clear that
there is no dearth of young womex
who are prepared to enter arduow
service.”

He congratulated Professor Wel
on the latter’s survey. “The thor-
oughness of the examination is
most impressive. Nothing seems
left out.”” He was in entire agree~
ment with Professor Welr that the
time had come when a history of
nursing in Canada might well be
written.

“I am glad to see Canadian nurs-
ing aproached as a national prob-
lem,” said the speaker later in his
address. “It is only in so viewing
it that we can deal with it appro-
priately. Nursing is a peculiar re-
lation to Canadian history and
tradition. It represents a signific-
ant thread in a national fabric.”

While representing Canada at
Washington, Mr. Massey was very

| conscious and proud of the position

the Canadian nurse occupied in the
American commbunity. “Nursing, as
you probably know,” he remarked,
“represents one of three or four
occupations through which Canad-
ians have acquired an importani
position in the United States. The

Edmonton Graduate ’ Associ-
ation, Nurses in permanent positions
subscribe to this fund, safeguarded
by & committee who grant loans fo
nurses needing financial assistance
due to ‘€économic oconditions, Unem-
ployment- had -become the greatest
problem of private nurses in Mani-
toba.

Address To Nurses

“Our: present system of nursing
in  Canada is fraught with both
waste and injury, declared Hon.
Vincent Massey, former Canadian
Minister ‘to Washington, as he ad-
dressed & public meeting at the bi-
ennial convention of the Canq,dlan
Nurses’. Association tonight. He was
speaking from the public viewpoint
concerning the report on one sur-
vey of ‘nursing education in Can-
ada, sponsored by the Canadian
Medical and Canadian Nurses' As-
sociations and conducted by Prof.
George Weir, of the University of
British Columbia.

“Only three out of eight people
in Canada so.ill as to require the
care of a trained nurse can afford
to engage one,” states Mr. Massey.
“Two fifths of the trained aurses
in Canada are unemployed. Nine-
‘tenths of the trained nurses reach
geographically less than ha!f of
our population.

«can we escape a fundamental
reorganization of these services so
that this serious gulf between sup-
ply ‘and demiand can be perman-

pr beyond our boundaries of
50 many nurses whose services ar(
so eagerly sought, suggests the fact
that some of the qualities which
the outside world recognizes are re-
presented by Canadian nurses, born
in Canada, educated in Canada and
trained in Canada. All honor
to them.”

In the intense specialization of
medicine in the United States there
was a definite evil to be avoided in
Canada, thought Mr. Massey. “One
of the greatest dangers with which
soclety is confronted today, in my
opinion, is the danger that comes
when a specialist directs instead of
remaining an adviser. Society would
collapse without the expert, bul
when he is in control the whol¢
will inevitably be sacrificed for th¢
part.”

Mr. Massey considered that Pro-
fessor Welr seized the needle boldly
in advocating a socialized nursing
service based if possible on state
health insurance, but the speakei
felt it was not falr to say some-
thing must be done to re-organizs
the nursing system on an equitable
basis. “In any consideration of
state control, which may settle, it
is to be assumed that each province
must settle matters for itself,”” he
remarked.

“State medicine, health insur-
ance, socialized nursing, these are
terms which I am sure will evoke
murmurs of paternalism and social-
ism on the part of those who have
honest doubts as to the wisdom of
innovations.” He thought there
would be criticism of such action,
as “weakening the moral fibre” of
the people and suppressing. healthy
competition in the nursing profes-
sion.

Near the conclusion of his ad-
dress and with reference to the
Victorian Order of Nurses, Mr.
Massey said it was “one of those€
essentially Canadian institutiona
which make us proud to be Can-

ently bridged,” asked Mr. ‘Massey.
