One of these was at Sbeitla and
two were at Thelepte, near Feriana,
close to the Algerian border, This
announcement said some fuel, ra-
tions and a few planes damaged
beyond repair were left behind.

Rommel's 35-mile forward drive
was launched just after American
armored and combat teams had
taken over defence of tihe area
from Prench forces and. before the
new units had time to familiarize
themselves with the territory or
develop strong defences.

In the southern Tunisian sector,
170 miles distant, however, the
British 8th army of Gen. Sir Bern-
ard Montgomery was reported
nearing the Mareth Line for an as-
sault whichh might retrieve the
situation by forcing Rommel to re-
group his forces.

American casualties were heavy,
it was reported at headquarters,
and several units of American
troops were cut off in the push of
Rommel’s two armored divisions,
which lud huge new
Mark VI tanks. These U.S. units
had not been heard from but head-
quarters hoped they would yet
;nake their way back to the main
orces.
