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Conference Postponed

The Domimon-Provincial Conference, which
at one time had been expected in the Easter re-
cess, will not likely be held in 1944, says Cana-
dian Business. Or, if this year, very late in the
scason. Reasons for this are many. One is
that provincial elections will be held this year in
Quebec and in Saskatchewan, possibly in othgr
provinces. The purpose of the conference will
e to reach an agreement on the establishment of
uniform social welfare measures, of which the
administrative responsibility  will rest largely
with the provinces.  This is what the Speech
from the Throne said: .\ considerable measure
of social sceurity is already provided undwr fed-
eral and provincial legislation, but the working
out of a comprehensive national scheme, in
watch' federal and provinecial activities will be
integrated and which will include nation-wide
health insurance, will require further consulta-
tion and close co-operation with the provinces.”
It added that when suitable arrangements had
been made with the provinces, the Federal Gov-
connene wonld brimg before Parliament a health
insurance scheme, a more generous old age pen-
sions scheme,

But the provision of family allowances was
definitely promised in the present session, with-
out reference to an agreement with the pro-
vinces.  Study of the distribution of children
throughout Canada and the probable cost, at
39 per week per child, have shown that costs
may be well in excess of $200 million a year
Family allowances may he as far as the Federal
Grovernment will o m new social welfare meas-
ures, which are maimnly post-war in their ap-
pheation at the present time. There are 3,600,-
ooo children in Canada under the age of 17 years.
If the entire population is covered in the family
allowance scheme, the cost will be about $388
million a year,

i the Federal Government strikes off its
1944 agzenda the proposed Dominion-Provincial
Cenference, it will be clearing the decks for a
federal election.  This view is held in many
sections of responsible Ottawa opinion.  Later
in the vear, later than expected, Mr. King will
