Hunting With
Bow and Arrow

(By Dominion News Service.)
LONDON, Sept. 6.-—In a desert
region of West Africa, resembling
the Russian steppes, birds are kill-
ed with bows and arrows,

G. L. Bates, an American orni-
thologist, who ‘returned recently
irem a bird-collecting expedition in
the Northern Cameroons and Nig-
eria, saw the natives aim with
deadly effect. A

He has related ‘his experience
with these skilled bow-men.

A march of a few days trom Duala
brought Mr. Bates and his' party of
native carriers to 6,000° ft. above
sey level, .
“Here, at only six degrees north
of the Equator, I was glad to have
a fire to sit by,” he said,

“The little birds of these high al-
ttitudes wera difterent from those
{found on the plains below. Some
{Were ol kinds which had not been
discovered on any. moantain  in
West Africa, but had been collect
ed beforg on Mount Ruwenzori, or
on the mountaing of Abyssinia,
“My carriers had brought with
them the cr bows with which
they can let fly arrows which are
mere splinters of the leat stalks of
{the raphia palm, :

“For birds which hide in thick-
ets or tall grass, through which my
‘boys’ could creep stealthily and
get close, these bows were the best,
tor ‘birds of the open, not so easily
approached, the guns were the best,
“In 'their own country the ‘hoys’
shoot monkeys' with poisoned ar-
rows, andg afterwards eat them.
“During the last stage of the ex-

pedition 1 went down the Benuc
River in Nigeria in a canoe. The
river is thronged in March and

April with sand pipers, which live
on fish.
“Some of them are said to breed
in the far-off Arctic, and, therefore

“l discovered more doves than in
any country I have ever seen, They
were cooing all the time.
presence in such numbers probably
accounted for the large number of
eagles and hawks, who prey on
doves,'”
Mr. Bates has collected over 7,000
specimens of birds of which the
Natural History = Museum, South
Kensington, in the past 25 years has
acquired the majority.
