WASHINGTON, May 4—Not since
thé republican guns were unlimbered
against the democratic free list bill
by minority leader Mann, over a week
apo, has the debate in the house de-
veloped such an attack on the mea-
sure as was made today by Repre-
sentative Hill-of Connecticut, a re-
publican member of the ways and
means committee, one of the leading
republican advocates of the ' Canadi-
an reciprocity bill. He declared that
instead  of $10,000,000 reduction. in
revente, as the democrats expected,
““the farmer free list’’ might make a
reduction of $50,000,000, and that its

- efieet, upon  business would be to
teansfer many flourishing industries
1o lBurope.

“You intended to hit the trusts,”
said Mr. Hill to the democrats, ‘““You
will wake up to find that you have,
in fact, helped the trusts.’’

Mr. Hill explained that the ‘‘Inter-
national Harvester company and
other great manufacturers would be
able under the democratic bill to
manufacture parts of their machines
cheaply abroad and bring them into
this country  to be assembled by
cheap labor here.

HAS ABANDONED
SEACH FORPOL

TOKIO, May 3—A cable despatch
received here states that Licutenant
Shiraze has returned to Sydney after
reaching 74 degrees south on March
10th, severe weather compelling the
abandonment of further eflorts to
proceed toward the South Pole.

Lieutenant Shiraze cables to - the
Tokio press that. he reached Coul-
man Island on March 14th, but was
unable to proceed owing to stormy
weather and many ice packs. The
schooner Kainan Maru proved unfit
to resist the ice pressure, as was
predicted.

- Lieutenant Shiraze ~ remained at
Coulman TIsland for several days and
arrived at Sydney, N. S. W., Mon-
day afternoon.

All of his dogs died from lack of
exercise, The schooner needed repair-
ing. Lieutenant Shiraze will remain
at Sydney with his schooner and will
make a fresh start .in September
when the ice melts, enabling the
schooner to reach Edward VII Land.
Captain’ Nomura will return to Tok-
io.

Count Okuma  expresses satisfac-
tion at Lientenant Shriaze’s achieve-
ment. There is some possibility that
the government will give aid to the
expedition.

The Lebaudy met disaster against a
clump of trees, and is a mass of
ruins. Major = Sir A.” Bannerman,
commandant of the. air battalion at
South Farnborough and head of the
government's aercnauts, took the air-
ship out of her shed this evening
with a crew of seven. The Lebaudy
ascended gracefully ‘and travelled
smoothly for some time. Finally the
airship began to descend, and drift-
ing almost helplessly, struck the
trees.
